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Abstract. The Protestant Reformation is a vivid example of how religious transformation
could set in motion institutional changes, leading to profound consequences for economic and
political development. Although economists and other social scientists agree that there is a
strong relation between the Reformation and economic growth, there is an active discussion as
to what are the causal pathways connecting Protestantism to long-run economic success. We dis-
cuss the causal pathways that received substantial empirical support in academic literature.
Some of them, such as “work ethic” and entrepreneurial spirit of Protestants, were originally
suggested by Max Weber, while others, such as religious freedom and education, are deeply
grounded in economic theory. More recently, other causal pathways have been suggested, such
as social ethic, civil society, and institutional changes. We bring our view of these pathways.

Statement of the objectives of the article. While there is an agreement among economists
and other social scientists that the Protestant Reformation had a positive impact on economic
growth in Western Europe, there is an active discussion as to what are the causal pathways con-
necting Protestantism to long-run economic success. In what follows, in this chapter we discuss
the causal pathways that received substantial empirical support in academic literature. The chal-
lenge is to identify the characteristics or defining features of Protestantism that accounts for its
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measured higher economic performance. We bring our view of these pathways, starting with re-
ligious freedom.

Presentation of basic materials

1. Introduction

The economic consequences of the Protestant Reformation are of wide ranging importance
for debates concerning the emergence of economic growth in Western Europe. In general, econ-
omists and other social scientists agree that there is a strong relation between the Reformation
and economic growth (Becker et al., 2016). There is also an active discussion as to what are the
causal pathways connecting Protestantism to long-run economic success. In this chapter we re-
view the main research findings in economics on the topic of the Protestant Reformation and its
socio-economic consequences.

A distinguishing feature of economics in comparison with other social sciences is a strong
focus of economic research on causal relationships as distinct from correlation. Any student who
has taken an introduction to economics or a statistics class heard that “correlation does not imply
causation”. Just because the two variables are correlated (that is, they fluctuate in tandem), does
not itself prove that they are meaningfully related to one another, or that one is causing another.
Let us consider the following example: if you saw the statistics that for each year of education
a person in the United States earns approximately $4,000 more per year, you might be tempted
to conclude that education leads to higher earnings. However, it could be the case that smarter
people choose to go to the university, and smarter people will be able to find better jobs not nec-
essarily because of their education but simply because they are smarter. So, how can we find out
if the value added by education is specifically beneficial for future earnings?' To answer this and
other questions, economists rely on sophisticated methods of econometric analysis, which allow
them to make not only correlational but also causal inferences. We will not go into the details
of these methods, but we will be making this distinction when a particular study finds a corre-
lation versus a causal relation.

2. How did the Protestant Reformation Impact Economy

Perhaps one of the first people to recognize the role the Protestant Reformation played in the
economic development of Western Europe was Max Weber. While living in Prussia, he observed
that most Protestant cities were better off than Catholic cities. Max Weber not only noted the cor-
relation between Protestantism and positive economic outcomes, but he also suggested a causal
mechanism by which this correlation could have occurred. In his work, The Protestant Ethic
and the Spirit of Capitalism, Weber (1905) argued that the Reformation influenced European so-
ciety by changing the values and ethics of people. Although Weber’s thesis has been challenged
throughout the years by R. H. Tawney (1926), Kurt Samuelsson (1957), and more recently by
Deirdre McCloskey (2010), it is a fairly well accepted proposition that Weber was right about
the causal connection between Protestantism and economic success, if not about why it was so.

To demonstrate that the Protestant Reformation had a causal impact on economic outcomes,
Sascha Becker and Ludger Woessmann (2009) used the data from 452 counties in 1871 Prussia.
Their careful econometric analysis showed that Protestants had significantly higher incomes
than Catholics, and that the difference was mainly due to the Reformation. However, unlike
Weber, their preferred explanation was that “Protestantism led to substantially higher literacy,
which in turn led to economic progress”.

! The research on this subject finds that education indeed makes a causal impact on individual earnings (Card,
1999).

The positive causal impact of Protestantism on economic success extends well beyond the
borders of Prussia. Consider Figure 1, which shows the “welfare ratios” of workers in 17 Euro-
pean cities (6 Protestant cities and 11 Catholic cities) from the 16" through 19" century®. A wel-
fare ratio is the ratio of a worker’s wages relative to how much it costs to buy minimal resources
that are necessary for a worker’s subsistence. A welfare ratio of 1 means that workers are just
living at the subsistence level, while a ratio of 2 indicates that workers can buy twice the level
of resources necessary for subsistence. It is clear from the figure that beginning in the 17 cen-
tury, workers in the Protestant cities had significantly better economic conditions than their
Catholic counterparts.

The correlation presented in Figure 1 is still apparent today. Jared Rubin (2017) used the real
(in 2010 US dollars) per capita gross domestic product for different countries to show the im-
pact of different religious groups on economic welfare of a country. Figure 2 summarizes the re-
sults of his estimation. A country made up of only Protestants is $13,406 wealthier per person,
on average, than a country with zero Protestants. There is also a positive effect for Catholicism,
but it is much smaller: a country made up of only Catholics is $3,900 wealthier per person than
a country with zero Catholics. On the other hand, a country made up of only Muslims is $7,509
poorer per person than a country with zero Muslims (even after accounting for the oil-rich na-
tions of the Persian Gulf)?.

The patterns in the data that we showed so far demonstrate that there is indeed a positive cor-
relation between Protestantism and wealth. But even more important, economic researchers
showed that not only is there a positive correlation between Protestantism and wealth, but also
that there is a causal connection between Protestantism and economic success (Blum and Dud-

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ley, 2001; Becker and Woessmann, 2009; Chen et al., 2014; Rubin, 2017). In summary, the ex-
isting research points out that Weber’s observation regarding the positive impact of the Protes-
tant Reformation is accurate.

3. The Causal Pathways Connecting the Reformation to Economic Growth

While there is an agreement among economists and other social scientists that the Protes-
tant Reformation had a positive impact on economic growth in Western Europe, there is an ac-
tive discussion as to what are the causal pathways connecting Protestantism to long-run
economic success. In what follows, we discuss the causal pathways that received substantial
empirical support in academic literature. The challenge is to identify the characteristics or defin-

ing features of Protestantism

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3.1. Religious freedom

Perhaps one of the central ideas of economics is that competition is beneficial to economic
development by encouraging innovation (Schumpeter, 1942) and efficient allocation of resources
(Smith, 1962; Fama, 1970; Arrow, 1974). Therefore, governments should strive to create an en-
vironment that maximally encourages competition, while discouraging any attempts of creating
monopolies. Monopoly is routinely encouraged when governments impose restrictions on entry
of new forms of economic activity. Incumbent suppliers lobby government to limit or prevent
entry by innovators. Thus governments intervene to limit entry by UBER and LYFT that di-
rectly link customers with independent suppliers of local auto transportation. These entrants
compete with taxi companies, car rental companies, airport parking, and even car ownership. The
same idea of detrimental impact of monopolies applies when talking about religion (James,
1989; Stark and Iannaccone, 1994; Gill, 1998). Indeed, it is a well-documented empirical fact
that societies with prevalent religious monopolies are characterized by slow economic growth,
widespread poverty, and high rates of corruption (Norris and Inglehart, 2004; Ekelund et al.,
2006).

Medieval Roman Catholic Church in Western Europe enjoyed exclusive monopolistic rights
on religion. It was backed by the secular power of the state, actively enforcing orthodox claims,
sanctioning excommunicates, and punishing heretics (Becker et al., 2016). Such monopolistic
barriers, enforced by orthodox teachings and criminal persecution, prevented entry of rival ideas
(Miller, 2002; Stark and Iannaccone, 1994). Perhaps the most cost-efficient barrier imposed by
the Roman Catholic Church was the idea that the route to eternal salvation was only through the
Holy Roman Church. This monopolistic right over the message of salvation allowed the Catholic
Church to raise revenue by selling indulgences from sin, not only on behalf of the living, but also
on behalf of the dead. Martin Luther was appalled by the implication that salvation of a human
soul could be bought with money, and as a reaction on October 31, 1517 he nailedhisfamous
Ninety-Five Theses to the door of the All Saints Church at Wittenberg. This daymarked the be-
ginning of the Protestant Reformation (Bainton, 1950; Oberman, 1989). One of the five foun-
dational Solae of the Reformation was Sola Christus (Latin: “Christ alone”) — the teaching that
Christ is the only mediator between God and man, and that there is salvation through no other.
The teaching that salvation is a free gift of God (and not a product that could be bought from a
monopolist) paved a way for religious freedom. Within just a decade, new religious groups were
formed that ultimately became known as Lutherans, Presbyterians, Methodists, Baptists, Pen-
tecostals, and many others.

There are many reasons why religious freedom (as opposed to religious monopoly) is good
for economic development. First, religious freedom reduces corruption (North et al., 2013).Econ-
omists have long recognized that monopolies are more likely to engage in unproductive and
often illegal activities, resulting in economic losses*. Therefore, it is not surprising that there is
a strong correlation between corruption and religious monopolies. Just to give you an example,
eight of the ten most corrupt countries are also among the countries with the highest govern-
mental restrictions on religious liberty (based on the 2011 Government Restrictions on Religion
Index). Second, religious freedom reduces conflict within a society, encouraging tolerance and
respect for different beliefs. Indeed, Pew Research Center shows that the increase in religious
freedom is associated with the decrease in social hostilities. Third, religious freedom promotes

4 One of the central characteristics of monopolies is that they are prone to rent-seeking, i.e., monopolies spend sub-
stantial resources while lobbying for government to impose regulations on competitors (Krueger, 1974; Tullock,
1980).

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the protection of civil and human rights, such as freedom of speech, press and assembly (Grim
and Finke, 2011). These rights are essential for the exchange of ideas — a very important com-
ponent of an innovative economy.

3.2. Education

Another pathway through which the Protestant Reformation contributed to economic suc-
cess of Western Europe is through education. Economists and others have long recognized the
potential value education may have on economic growth. Following the classical contributions
by Robert Barro (1991) and Greg Mankiw and co-authors (1992), a large economic literature
found a significantpositive correlation between education and economic growth (Hanushek and
Woessmann, 2010).Although it is not an easy task, economists were also able to show, using the-
oretical modeling and various econometric techniques, that education has a causal impact on
economic development — that is, education leads to economic development (Hanushek and
Woessmann, 2012; Hanushek, 2016). Perhaps as important is the fact that it is not simply the
number of years of education that matters, but the quality of education, as measured by mathe-
matics and science test scores (Hanushek and Kimko, 2000). The immediate implication is that
any country can achieve better economic outcomes by providing educational opportunities for
its citizens.

Why was education important for Protestants? Martin Luther wanted all Christians to read
the Bible. One of the five foundational Solae of the Protestant Reformation was Sola Scripture
(Latin: “Scripture alone”) — the teaching that the Christian Scriptures are the supreme authority
in all matters of doctrine and practice. However, for Christians to be able to read the Bible, it was
necessary to increase their literacy rate. Historical data shows that Protestants indeed were able
to do this. Using the 1871 Prussian census data, Sascha Becker and Ludger Woessmann (2009)
showed that all-Protestant counties had a significantly higher literacy rate than all-Catholic coun-
ties. Moreover, they were able to show that this difference in literacy rates was caused by the Ref-
ormation. Not only Protestant cities had higher literacy rates on average, but also a smaller
gender gap in literacy (Becker and Woessmann, 2008). In support of this, Figure 4 shows that
in 1871 Prussia, Protestant men had a literacy rate of 93.4 percent compared to 84.8 percent for
Catholic men, while for women had a literacy rate of 88.8 percent compared to 78.5 percent.

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The Reformation not only had a significant impact on literacy rates, but also a significant
impact on overall education. Boppartand co-authors (2013) used the data from the 19th century
collected from pedagogical examinations in Switzerland. Standardized tests were compulsory for
every male citizen and examined reading, writing, mathematics, and history. Their analysis
showed that Protestants not only excelled in reading, but also on other cognitive tests. The higher
educational attainments by Protestants also had significant positive spillovers. Francisco Gallego
and Robert Woodberry (2010) provided evidence that regions in former Colonial Africa in which
Protestant missionaries dominated have higher literacy rates than those where Catholic mis-
sionaries dominated. Ying Bai and James Kung (2015) provided similar evidence for China,
Rachel McCleary (2013) for Korea, and Federico Mantovanelli (2014) provided evidence for
India.

In summary, the above mentioned research studies point out that the Protestant Reformation
had a significant impact on education, which in turn spurred economic growth. There are many
reasons why education is important for economic development. First, education increases labor
productivity (Barro, 1991; Mankiw et al., 1992). Enrico Moretti (2004) showed that factories in
cities with more educated people are more productive than similar factories in cities with less
educated people. Second, education fosters technological innovation and new knowledge cre-
ation (Lucas, 1988; Romer, 1990). Finally, education brings other external benefits, which could
further advance economic development. For example, it has been shown that more educated in-
dividuals make better decisions about health, marriage, and parenting (Oreopoulos and Salvanes,
2011). Education also affects individual preferences, making people more patient, more goal-ori-
ented, and less likely to engage in risky behavior. All of these behaviors could be linked with bet-
ter economic outcomes.

3.3. Work ethic

Max Weber famously claimed in his classic essay that Protestantism cultivated preferences
for hard work and thus resulted in greater economic posterity (Weber, 1905). The argument that
hard work leads to economic success is grounded in classical economic theory of production and
growth (Solow, 1956). The theory shows that increasing work hours, while holding the other fac-
tors constant and assuming no technological change, will increase economic output. The obvi-
ous question is whether Protestants indeed had a different “work ethic?”

One of the foundational solae of the Protestant Reformation was Sola Gratia (Latin: “only
grace”) — the teaching that salvation comes by divine grace or “unmerited favor” only, not as
something that can be earned by hard work. For Protestants, beginning with Martin Luther, dili-
gent work was seen as a response to the grace of God, as well as a God given duty which ben-
efits both the individual and society as a whole.

In 2003, Niall Ferguson published an article in the New York Times, where he pointed that
the data from the Organization for Economic Cooperation and Development seems to confirm
the Protestant work ethic hypothesis: “The experience of Western Europe in the past quarter-cen-
tury offers an unexpected confirmation of the Protestant ethic. To put it bluntly, we are wit-
nessing the decline and fall of the Protestant work ethic in Europe. This represents the stunning
triumph of secularization in Western Europe — the simultaneous decline of both Protestantism
and its unique work ethic” (Ferguson, 2003). There is other anecdotal evidence suggesting that
Protestant work ethic is a driving force behind economic success of many countries (Mills, 2013;
Bresiger, 2014).

To test Weber’s “work ethic” hypothesis more formally, Jork Spenkuch (2016) used micro-
data from Germany, which shows that Protestants work longer hours than Catholics. Using an
instrumental variable method, he provided causal evidence that Protestantism induced individ-
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uals to work approximately 3.5 hours more per week. Christoph Basten and Frank Betz (2013)
also provided strong empirical support for Weber’s hypothesis by using the data from Switzer-
land. Finally, Andre van Hoorn and Robbert Maseland (2013) used the World Value Survey to
show that unemployment brings more dissatisfaction to Protestants, confirming that Protestants
value work more than other religious groups. Together, these research studies suggest that the
Protestant Reformation had a significant impact on economic development of Western Europe
by changing values and orientations of Europeans toward hard work®.

3.5. Social ethic: trust and honesty

Weber’s idea that the Protestant Reformation may have triggered a certain mental revolu-
tion, lead others to examine if Protestants have a stronger “social ethic” which could be another
pathway through which the Reformation impacted economic development of Western Europe.
Consistent with this idea, a number of independent research studies showed that Protestants
have a higher level of trust (Inglehart, 1999; Uslaner, 2002; Guiso et al., 2003; Delhey and New-
ton, 2005; Bjornskov, 2007) and lower level of corruption (Treisman, 2000; Guiso et al., 2003;
Woodberry, 2004; Arrunada, 2010; Chen et al., 2014). Trust and honesty, of course, are impor-
tant factors for economic growth. Figure 5 shows the correlation between gross national prod-
uct and trust level in 1991, taken from the World Value Survey, for 25 European countries. There
is a clear positive relation, showing that countries with higher trust level have wealthier
economies.

Benito Arrunada (2010) used the data from a large international sample, to study how peo-
ple from different religious groups responded to a question: “Generally speaking, would you
say that people can be trusted or that you can’t be too careful in dealing with people?” He found

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that Protestants are more likely to provide affirmative answer to this question than Catholics.
Similarly, Luigi Guiso and co-authors (2003) used the World Value Survey to show that Protes-
tants have higher levels of trust and are less willing to break the law. Given that trust has been
shown to have a causal and positive effect on economic development (Knack and Keefer, 1997,
Glaeser et al., 2000; Zak and Knack, 2001; Tabellini, 2010; Algan and Cahuc, 2013) and coop-
eration (La Porta et al., 1997; Burnham et al., 2000; Rietz et al., 2013), we can conclude that trust
is one of the causal pathways connecting Protestantism to long-run economic success.

The same research studies by Benito Arrunada (2010) and Luigi Guiso and co-authors (2003)
showed that Protestants not only have a higher level of trust, but in comparison to Catholics, they
are also more likely to honestly report misbehaviors of others. Specifically, they found that
Protestants are significantly less tolerant of tax fraud than Catholics, and Protestants are less
willing to cover up for their delinquent friends in dealings with the police. Robert Woodberry
(2004) showed that countries that were significantly influenced by Protestant missionaries have
a significantly lower level of corruption. Corruption, of course, has been shown to have a neg-
ative effect on economic development (Mauro, 1995; Treisman, 2000).

Together, these findings, as well as findings from other research studies (Stulz and Willi-
amson, 2003; Barro and McCleary, 2003; Chen et al., 2014), support Weber’s idea that the
Protestant Reformation may have fostered certain moral codes and social values that are con-
ducive to economic growth. In fact, Yuyu Chen and co-authors (2014) attribute part of China’s
recent economic success to disseminations of Protestant social values by western missionaries.

3.6. Civil society

One of the main characteristics of highly developed Western countries is the presence of
civil society. In civil society, citizens voluntarily organize activities and services for themselves
and other people. A good example of a country with a strong civil society is the United State of
America. Alexis de Tocqueville in Democracy in America, used the phrase the “art of associa-
tion” to describe Americans’ propensity for civil engagement (de Tocqueville, 1935). Strong
civic engagement of American people is well demonstrated by the fact that, according to the
2014 World Giving Index, the United States is the most charitable country in the world, with
Americans donating approximately 2 percent of gross domestic product.

The main principles of the American civil society were laid out in the 1776 Declaration of
Independence and the 1789 Constitution of the United States of America. Where did the Amer-
ican founding founders get these principles? To give you a hint, out of the 55 delegates to the
1787 Constitutional Convention, 49 were Protestants (Lambert, 2003). Of course, we do not
want to make any strong causal inferences from this observation, but it is clear that the forma-
tion of the American civil society was strongly influenced by Christian Protestant values (Wills,
1979; Amos, 1989).

Researches have shown that Protestant traditions indeed have a causal impact on develop-
ment of civil society in different countries. After reviewing the academic literature on this topic,
Robert Woodberry (2004) concluded that “in every society” there is strong evidence that “Protes-
tant groups are more active than other religious groups in forming and supporting non-profit or-
ganizations”¢. The more active civic engagement of Protestants has been documented in America
(Curtis et al., 2001), Canada (Lam, 2002), Africa (Anheier, 1989), Japan (James, 1986), Thai-
land (Pongsapich, 1998), as well as other countries (Anheier and Salamon, 1998; Curtis et al.,
2001).In all these countries, Protestant missionaries played an important role in fostering the
growth of organizational civil society (Woodberry, 2004). They brought new forms of social or-

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ganization to the nonwestern world. Not only missionaries preached the Gospel (good news that
Jesus Christ forgives sins) and set up religious organizations, but they also tried to reform what
they viewed as abuses in other societies (Deol, 2000; van der Veer, 2001).

The cornerstone principle of civil society is voluntary cooperation — the willingness to help
and to use one’s free time for the benefit of others. Such norms of cooperation are related to
virtues like honesty, trust, reciprocity, and the like (Cook et al., 2005; McCarter and Sheremeta,
2013; Schniter et al., 2013), thus potentially reducing transaction costs in the economic sphere
(Fukuyama, 2001). Also, greater civil engagement leads to closer monitoring of the government
(Putnam, 1993) and lower corruption (Treisman, 2000). Not surprisingly, therefore, civil soci-
ety has been linked to economic growth (Fukuyama, 2001; Martinussen, 2015).After examin-
ing the data from 85 countries, Daniel Treisman (2000) concluded that one of the potential
reasons for the success of Protestant countries is that “Protestant traditions... lead to a more vi-
brant, autonomous civil society.” The Protestant Reformation, of course, was at the root of form-
ing Protestant values.

3.7. Institutional changes: governance, politics and law

Recently, social scientists have begun to consider the role that the Protestant Reformation
played in the evolution of the state. Politics was one area where the Reformation had an imme-
diate and obvious impact (Rubin, 2017). Where the Reformation took hold, the ruling elite
evicted the Catholic Church from power, thus fundamentally altering the governance system of
Europe. Although political scientists and sociologists have long viewed this as one of the most
important long-run effects of the Reformation, very few empirical research studies have exam-
ined how changes in political systems served as the pathway connecting the Protestant Refor-
mation to long-run economic success.

Jared Rubin (2017) in his book, Rulers, Religion, and Riches, makes the case that when the
ruling religious elite lost its power during the Reformation, the role of democratic parliaments
has increased. Rubin argues that elected parliaments had interests that were more aligned with
long-run economic development than the religious elite, and thus parliaments served as a cata-
lyst for implementing economically beneficial laws. Daniel Nexon (2009) and Peter Stamatov
(2010) pointed out that the Reformation also impacted the political structure of Europe by cre-
ating tight networks within parliaments which helped to overcome institutional barriers. Robert
Woodberry (2012) highlighted the role Protestant missionaries played in influencing the rise
and spread of stable democracy around the world. His statistical analysis showed that Protestant
missions explain about half the variation in democracy in Africa, Asia, Latin America, and Ocea-
nia. Woodberry offers a number of causal mechanisms, including religious liberty, education, and
printing press, through which Protestant missionaries were able to promote democracy in for-
eign countries.

In addition to impacting political systems, Harold Berman (2003) suggested that the Refor-
mation affected the governance system of Europe through its effect on law. In his own words,
the Protestant Reformation made a “revolution” in legal thinking and institutions. Berman argued
that the legal reforms inspired by the Reformation laid the foundation of the “civic service state”
characteristic of Western Europe. John Witte (2002), on the other hand, argued that Protestant
legal innovations, such as protecting private property rights and contracts, were most effective
in the economic sphere. Unfortunately, there is little current empirical evidence as to exactly
what kind of Protestant legal innovations had a causal impact on long-run economic success of
Western Europe. But as we stated before, there is consensus among political scientists and so-
ciologists that the Protestant Reformation lead to significant changes in governance, politics and
law, which in turn had a long-run impact on economic development of Western Europe.
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4. Conclusion

The Protestant Reformation is a vivid example of how religious transformation could set in
motion institutional changes, leading to profound consequences for economic and political de-
velopment. Max Weber was the first to identify the significant role that the Reformation played
in socio-economic development of Western Europe. He went as far as to state that the Refor-
mation triggered a mental revolution that propelled the development of modern capitalism. In
this chapter we showed that while most economists and other social scientists agree that the
emergence of economic growth in Western Europe is closely tied to the Reformation, there is an
active discussion as to what are the causal pathways connecting Protestantism to long-run eco-
NOMIC SUCCESS.

The first pathway is religious freedom. The Protestant Reformation in Europe has removed
monopolistic rights on religion held by the medieval Roman Catholic Church, leading to the es-
tablishment of many Christian groups that ultimately became known as Lutherans, Presbyteri-
ans, Methodists, Baptists, Pentecostals, and many others. Religious freedom, of course, has been
shown to reduce corruption and promote the protection of civil and human rights, which in turn
has been shown to promote economic growth.

The second causal pathway connecting Protestantism to long-run economic success is edu-
cation. Luther strongly encouraged reading the Bible, which in turn gave Protestants an early start
on acquiring literacy and better education. Education increased labor productivity, fostered tech-
nological innovation and new knowledge creation, as well as brought other external benefits, all
of which contributed to economic improvements.

Max Weber’s main explanation for the economic success of Protestantism, which he pro-
posed in his seminal work, The Protestant Ethic and the Spirit of Capitalism, was that Protes-
tants had a different “work ethic”. The studies that we reviewed in this chapter indeed provided
empirical support to Weber’s hypothesis, showing that Protestants value work more and work
longer hours than other religious groups. Another famous claim that Max Weber made in his sem-
inal work is that Protestantism was central to the rise of capitalism by encouraging entrepre-
neurship. Again, this hypothesis found substantial empirical support.

In addition to Weber’s explanations, others have provided evidence that Protestants have a
stronger “social ethic” which could be another pathway through which the Reformation im-
pacted economic development. For example, we have discussed empirical research showing that
Protestants have a higher level of trust and lower level of corruption, and both of these factors
have been shown to promote economic growth. Related to “social ethic”, academic researchers
showed that Protestants are more engaged in civic activities. As an example, we looked at the
United States of America, and pointed out that the formation of the American civil society was
strongly influenced by Christian Protestant values. The rise of civil society was instrumental in
economic development, because it lead to higher level of cooperation between people, lower
corruption, and closer monitoring of the government.

More recently, social scientists started to discuss the role that the Protestant Reformation
played in the evolution of the state, giving rise to more democratic parliaments that served as a
catalyst for implementing economically beneficial laws. Moreover, this had an additional ex-
ternal effect, as Protestant missionaries went around the world contributing to development of
democracy in Africa, Asia, Latin America, and Oceania. While spreading the Gospel, Protestant
missionaries were able to transform entire countries.

Statement of the problem. Reformation strategically changed the European continent.
Changes occurred in all spheres of individual countries and at the level of the continent as a
whole. Adam Smith further developed reformation postulates in economic sphere; he favored the
idea that society has a moral obligation to ensure a decent standard of living for all people, which
could be achieved only through a free-market system where people can buy and sell goods and
services in a system created by the state. A leading representative of the experimental econom-
ics Vernon Smith promotes long-term achievements of the Reformation, the ways they changed
European countries, and lessons that Ukraine can learn for successful development.

Analysis of recent studies and publications. The subject of European development way
is rather popular in world publications and covered by a number of prominent classical and con-
temporary researchers such as Adam Smith, Milton Friedman, John Maynard Keynes, Wayne
Grudem, Barry Asmus, Dalai lama XIV, Laurence van den Muyzenberg, Vernon Smith. How-
ever, the issue of constructive applicability of long-term European reforms in Ukraine based on
Christian values and the lessons that the country can and should take out of the European de-
velopment path remain practically unexplored.

Statement of the objectives of the article. The purpose of the article is to provide the sys-
temic analysis of the European experience related to successful political, economic and other re-
forms based on the Reformation ideology. Also to analyze shortcomings of the Ukrainian reform
process and to show ways and means for successful country development on the basis of Euro-
pean experience and Christian values.

Presentation of basic materials. World experience shows that a purely pragmatic approach
to economic development, while providing acceptable rates of growth, does not solve many fun-
damental problems of a society, which entails the growth of extremism and shocks, crises and
social difficulties. Though, in today’s world, these problems are exacerbated in both — individ-
ual countries and in the international system as a whole. A vivid example of those problems
demonstrates the current global economic crisis, from which have not yet found any exit either
individual countries and international organizations, or prominent economists of our time.

Reformation and Protestantism gave extraordinary impetus to the strategic development of
the European continent. Changes took place both in all spheres of individual countries and at the
continent as a whole. A process of active state building was underway in Europe that stimulated
new economic relations between the countries. The ideological foundations of the Reformation
were being formed on the basis of the teachings of Martin Luther, who half a millennium ago
proclaimed that the Greek word “calling” refers not only to the ministry of a priest, but to an en-
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trepreneur, a worker and a peasant who do their daily work, which is also important for God.
Martin Luther declared insolvent Catholic dogma that the Church and clergy are essential in-
termediaries between God and man. He called to consider the Bible to be the main source of
Christian truths, not the institutional church [1]. Thus, Luther formulated anthropological com-
ponent of the doctrine as a “Christian freedom” as freedom of the soul doesn’t depend on external
circumstances, but solely on the will of God.

Another crucial event in this sphere happened almost a quarter of a millennium ago in 1776
when Adam Smith published his famous book “An Inquiry into the Nature and Causes of the
Wealth of Nations” [2]. In this book, the author argues in favor of the fact that society has a
moral obligation to ensure a decent standard of living for all people. This can be achieved, ac-
cording to Smith, only through a free-market system where people can buy and sell goods and
services in a system created by the state. This conclusion was made on the basis of two corner-
stone assumptions: first, competition provides the most effective way of creating wealth and, sec-
ond, the effectiveness of competition depends on its regulation on a governmental level.

Those assumptions still remain in force and are widely commented by economists and world
moral leaders. His Holiness the Dalai Lama in the book “The Leader’s Way” points out that in
the time of Adam Smith governments did not work to ensure the effectiveness of competition.
On the contrary, governments of different countries protected their industries from foreign com-
petition imposing import duties, as well as other barriers, such as import quotas. These restric-
tions exist even now [4]. Adam Smith found that under such conditions companies can try to
circumvent the competition. They convince the government that by protecting them from for-
eign competition, it will act in the interests of the state. All this led to two negative consequences:
the purchasing power of wage people decreased and companies cease being motivated in im-
plementing innovations, since at the noncompetition dominant period they can earn enough
profit without additional efforts aimed at increasing efficiency of work or at implementation of
innovations.

In addition, Smith noted that companies operating in a particular sector, in many cases, cre-
ate associations that put pressure on government to obtain undeserved benefits paid by society
as a whole. Such companies also often collude in order to simultaneously increase prices or re-
duce production below the demand level in order to raise prices. Governments have to resist
such pressure from business to prevent collusion aimed at artificial price raise. However, the
pressure on governments to distort competition is not limited to companies, but also exercised
by professional organizations and guilds. Adam Smith was not opposed to the associations as
such, but he warned governments that these associations are really interested in their own well-
being, and not in the well-being of the society.

Adam Smith grounded that whenever individuals or companies get an opportunity to do
something for their own benefit at the expense of a society as a whole, they necessarily do it; he
called this personal gain “an invisible hand”. He believed that human ability to present oneself
in the place of other people is one of the ways of developing morality. Adam Smith (as well as
the Dalai Lama) was concerned that people tend to think that a constant increase in wealth will
make them happy. He wrote that, although there is a possibility of such a delusion, striving for
wealth, at least, helps to solve the problem of poverty. Similar optimism is permeated by other
views of Adam Smith. In particular, he believed that it is natural for a person to rejoice in the
happiness of others, even if he does not benefit from it. In addition, Smith wrote that a highly
moral person seeks not to be recognized by others, but to stick to high moral principles in his
life, even if his actions do not find recognition. Adam Smith himself lived like this: after his
death, most of his savings were donated to charity [4, 185-186].

Despite sincere interest in moral issues and their deep understanding, Adam Smith was con-
vinced that competition and its regulation by the government could lead to universal prosperity.
However, only regulation and only competition cannot ensure a decent standard of living for
every person. Adam Smith was ahead of his time in many respects. He believed that the gov-
ernment faces many challenges, including creation of infrastructure, establishment of property
rights, and formation of an effective judicial system; he attached special importance to property
rights, as they stimulate people to save money, invest them and improve their living standard.

Nobel Prize winner Milton Friedman pointed out that “there are only two ways of coordi-
nating the economic activities of millions. One is central direction involving the use of coercion
— the technique of the army and of the modern totalitarian state. The other is voluntary co-op-
eration of individuals — the technique of the market place” [5, 13]. Thus, in a “free-market sys-
tem” (FMS) economic production and consumption are determined by free choices of producers
and consumers rather than a government, which is responsible for maintaining the balance with
a view of securing prosperity for the society as a whole. So, those features of FMS drastically
distinguish it from other variants of capitalism like oligarchic capitalism that is dominant in
Ukraine.

Last fall, the Minister of Social Policy of Ukraine informed that for the first 7 months of
2016, 43.8% Ukrainian families more requested subsidies to reimburse for housing and com-
munal services than for the same period of 2015. The Minister also said that households’ num-
ber that is likely to receive subsidies after the tariff increase from the beginning of the heating
season in 2016 will increase from 6 to 8-9 mln. out of almost 15 mln. country households. Thus,
by the end of 2016, it is officially planned to “put” on subsidies between 55-60% of the coun-
try population. Such a situation clearly highlights the main problem of the social sphere — the
discrepancy between public commitments and budget capabilities. It is more than alarming in-
dicator of the economy, showing the absence of the growth strategy.

The Government of Ukraine badly needs modern tools that will effectively facilitate re-
forming of public administration on the basis of greater decentralization of power alongside
with the transfer of powers to the level of local communities. This will promote the development
of local communities through their reasonable merger and capacity building that will increase
their capability in providing social services to vulnerable groups of people. This process will si-
multaneously increase capacity of local authorities to manage community needs through active
participation of citizens in local self-government.

While merger of communities is a voluntary process, the government should help all levels
of power to encourage this process through defining territorial reforms parameters and by addi-
tional investment support. Some regions have already adopted perspective plans of community
mergers and envisaged financial incentives for communities that coalesce, especially for smaller
communities that suffer from a sustainable budget deficit. For such communities merger will
consolidate some of the costs by using economies of scale, make possible direct access to cen-
tral taxes and transfers, and stimulate local revenue base expanding.

Also, an important part of the decentralization process should be capacity building of local
communities through comprehensive transfer of knowledge and positive experience for the de-
velopment of their potential. In this context, particular attention should be paid to temporarily
unemployed residents to involve them in active social and economic life. This approach will fa-
cilitate implementation of the Poverty Reduction Strategy, which was approved by the Cabinet
of Ministers of Ukraine in March 2016. Together with the acquisition of employment habits, it
is necessary to gradually change the mentality of people, transforming their habit from sustain-
able consuming of budgetary expenditures to stable taxpaying to its revenue part.
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In practice, existing in Ukraine social assistance system encourages people to be its recipi-
ents which contradict to the development policy. Fallaciousness of such social policy has been
proven by the experience of the United States, Britain and other developed countries. Largely,
social policy of subsidies caused acute financial crisis in Greece. Practice has proved conclu-
sively that any, even the most developed economy will not sustain even a medium-term subsidy
policies without significant growth. Besides, persistent social policy of subsidies is not attrac-
tive for investors since doesn’t not ensure economic growth and investment profitability.

It is more effective to fund retraining of citizens and creation of new jobs rather than pay-
ing meager social subsidies, which only hinder economic development.

Another significant error of economic policy in Ukraine is the lack of selectivity in relation
to the poor as a homogenous group of people and providing subsidies based on statistical prin-
ciple. In practice there is a big difference between the two main types of needy families. The first
type includes normal families, which for various reasons has found themselves in a difficult sit-
uation, where parents are educated, willing to work and can return to a functional state in case
of targeted support. The second type includes families of anti-social behavior that with priority
growth rate reproduce subsequent generations of anti-social people. No subsidies or other forms
of support will not produce positive changes in this family group until the cause of their behav-
ior is eradicated.

Thus, fundamental changes in economic policy should be the basis for the policy of eco-
nomic growth. Radical economic reforms are appropriate to be introduced in a crisis phase of
the cycle. It is necessary to reduce tax burden on business and to abolish numerous tax breaks
that vividly reflect interests of the lobbing groups and prevent creation of effective jobs where
wages would many times exceed subsidies and unemployment benefits.

It is well known that economic growth must involve both direct factors — improving the
quality of human resources, improving technology and production organization, growth entre-
preneurial abilities in society etc. and indirect — reduction of markets monopolization and income
taxes decrease, as well as expanding opportunities for business loans. Reforms in Ukraine have
to take into account those axiomatic factors if the Government is really going to change the
economy of subsidies for the economy of business development and growth [6, 9-11].

Particularly significant damage to the standard of living of Ukrainian citizens over the past
2.5 years was inflicted by the Ukrainian government through the mechanism of the devaluation
of the national currency by more than three hundred percent and the corresponding level of in-
flation. Thus, the state has reduced its obligations to citizens more than threefold. It should be
noted that the economic failures of the government have affected people’s confidence in it even
more than the drop in the standard of living.

Although in 2017 there is a prospect for economic growth in Ukraine of about 2%, this does
not mean an improvement in the well-being of citizens, since a small group of people, whose
power in the economy of Ukraine characterizes the state of oligarchic capitalism, where there
are only a few wealthy people benefit. However, the solution to those old problems is not just
to redistribute wealth from the rich to the poor.

Wayne Grudem and Barry Asmus very clearly and affordably characterized a principle ap-
proach for the transition from oligarchic to free-market capitalism: “The cause of the problem
is not inequality in wealth in the nation; rather, it is the selective use of government power to pro-
tect only the wealthy few and effectively prevent others from increasing their own prosperity
through hard work and thrift. If a nation establishes a clear and simple path to private ownership
of property, and if it establishes the rule of law, two other economic policies are crucial for a free-
market system to function effectively: a stable currency and low tax rates. This is because a sta-
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ble currency ensures that the prices in the market give accurate signals about value and supply
and demand, and low tax rates guarantee that people are genuinely free to decide how to use their
money themselves rather than a government agency that has taken their money deciding this
for them” [7, 155].

It is a remarkable fact that market prices, if they can be measured and fairly compared, pro-
duce actions by both selfish and unselfish individuals that benefit everyone. While an entrepre-
neur might intend to promote only his enlightened (or even unenlightened!) self-interest and
personal gain, the secondary effect of a voluntary exchange is a significant benefit to the buyer.
The agreement of a seller and a buyer on a price is voluntary, and therefore both must think it is
mutually beneficial. But it is the currency used that provides a mutually understood means of ex-
change, and allows both seller and buyer to evaluate whether the deal is a good one for them. In
order for the system to work correctly, the currency used in a transaction must have a known and
stable value. [7, 156]

Currently, money represents printed paper that is not backed by gold or any other valuable
metal and it has value because the government announces that it has got value based on its hard
currency and gold reserves. Under those circumstances an exchange rate is very vulnerable,
since it has value only as long as people trust the government enough to think that it has value.
The government may lose the confidence of citizens for political, economic or other reasons; it,
as it has repeatedly happened in Ukraine, can deliberately undermine confidence by bankrupt-
ing the national currency and provoking uncontrolled inflation. So, money has power through
the stability of its value. If money does not have a stable and predictable value, the price-sig-
naling system breaks down. Hence, the loss of the purchasing power of money through inflation
stimulates uncertainty and causes additional risks of the agreed exchange.

So, when the value of money is unstable, everything in the economy goes astray breaking
basic “previously agreed balances” like supply and demand, profits and losses, borrowing and
paying back, trade, etc. Both Karl Marks and Milton Friedman were almost similar in formu-
lating the causes of inflation, saying that it occurs when the quantity of money rises noticeably
more rapidly than output. Later the Friedmans specified that “the more rapid the rise in the quan-
tity of money per unit of output, the greater the rate of inflation” [7, 157]. Hence, the loss of the
purchasing power of money through inflation most negatively affects citizens of the country
and, on the other hand helps government to gain; governments are in charge of money supply
and currency exchange rates and their policies are the main causes of inflation. It is government
who inflates the money supply because it is easier to pay off growing government debts with
cheaper money. In fact, all prominent economists were unanimous about the consequences of in-
flation. John Maynard Keynes said: “There is no surer means of overturning the existing basis
of society than to debauch the currency. By a continuing process of inflation, governments can
confiscate, secretly and unobserved, an important part of the wealth of their citizens” [8, 235].

Taxation is another instrument governments may stimulate or retard economic grows. If the
fruits of production efforts are largely confiscated with high taxes, entrepreneurial efforts di-
minish, employment contracts and, consequently, economic growth rates fall. Unfortunately in
Ukraine, governments used to levy high tax rates for filling the budgets. This is just the oppo-
site of what they need to do if they want to foster economy, since there is another well-known
fact that high tax rates retard economic growth.

To this end, tax authorities in Ukraine should be especially aware of the interdependencies
of the Laffer Curve. The curve shows the relationship between tax rates and tax revenue; it re-
flects the fact that tax revenues are low for both very high and very low tax rates. Obviously, tax
revenues would be zero if the tax rate was zero. It is equally obvious that tax revenues would
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also be zero if the tax rates were near 100%, since such a high tax rate would completely de-stim-
ulate entrepreneurs to produce. High tax rate is more destructive for an economy, since may
cause its total collapse by a threat of confiscating all taxable income. The only way out for en-
trepreneurs to survive is “to go in the shadow” that is to stop paying taxes like it is the case in
Ukraine where around 55% of the GDP generated in the shadow — that is not taxable. The most
stimulating tax rate, according to practice, should be some 15-20% lower the Curve’s middle
point.

Modern economic experience provides much evidence for the validity of the Laffer Curve.
The most successful were Ronald Reagan tax cuts of the early 1980s in the United States. This
and other tax cuts stimulated growth, created employment, raised per capita GDP, and helped bal-
ance the national budget. Specifically, Republican president Ronald Reagan consecutively low-
ered tax rates from 70 to 28% during 8 years. As a result, a considerable expansion of the
economy had been accompanied by doubling of tax revenues during this period.

In April 2017, the US administration announced a project of radical tax reform that sug-
gests cutting corporate taxes from 39,6% to 15%. The project also provides for lowering taxes
for citizens and weakening regulation of markets. Under the US law, only Congress can approve
major changes in the tax system. Implementation of the tax cut project is expected to give im-
petus to economic growth with a view of achieving a steady minimum of 3% GDP annual
growth. This is going to be the next large-scale tax legislation reform after Ronald Reagan.

However, stable currency and reasonable tax rate are not enough for sustainable economic
development. Adam Smith explained that no society can move from poverty to prosperity un-
less government establishes and guarantees crucial economic and political freedoms. He pointed
out that when people have the freedom to enjoy the fruits of their labor, they naturally work in
such a way as to increase the economic well-being of a nation.

Adam Smith paid special attention to the reliability of monetary circulation and stability of
the exchange rate of the national currency. In his classic monograph “An Inquiry into the Na-
ture and Causes of the Wealth of Nations” he studied in detail the dynamics of the role of money
in the economy and importance of their stability for the benefit of all in the country.

Adam Smith justified that for facilitating the exchange of goods and services and thus fa-
cilitating development of all types of industry and trade it was necessary to mark with public
stamps certain quantities of those metals that were usually used in the purchase of goods. So,
there was the way of emerging a coined coin and those state institutions that received the name
of mints. The inconveniences and difficulties associated with the precise weighing of these met-
als led to the establishment of a coinage of coins and the marks which completely covered both
sides of the coin, and sometimes also its ribs; such marks had to certify not only the purity, but
also the weight of the metal. Therefore, such coins were accepted, as now, on the account, with-
out weighing them. Thus, in all civilized nations, money has become a universal instrument of
trade, through which all kinds of goods are sold and bought or exchanged one for another.

Sovereigns and governments often imagined that at the moment it would be beneficial for
them to reduce the amount of pure metal contained in their coin, but it rarely occurred to them
to increase it. “I therefore think — wrote Smith — that the amount of metal contained in the coins
of all peoples has almost continuously decreased and hardly ever increased. Therefore, such
changes almost always led to a reduction in the value of cash rents” [2, 17].

The use of paper money instead of gold and silver replaces an expensive instrument of ex-
change for much cheaper and often just as convenient. There are several types of paper money,
but circulating banknotes are the most known of them, which, apparently, is best suited for this
purpose. When the population of a country has confidence in the honesty of a banker, and is
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confident that he will be able at any time to pay on demand those of his credit tickets that will
be presented to him, these tickets acquire the same circulation as the gold and silver coin, be-
cause there is a certainty that in exchange for these tickets at any time you can get such money
[2, 94]. However, as mentioned above, governments have not always adhered to their obligations
and were launching the inflation mechanism for unilateral enrichment.

Considerable attention in the work of Adam Smith was paid to taxes and “inventors of
taxes”. He considered that subjects of the state should, as far as possible, according to their abil-
ity and forces participate in the maintenance of the government under protection of which they
function. The tax, which each individual is obligated to pay, must be precisely defined, and not
arbitrary. The term of payment, the method of payment, the amount of payment — all this must
be clear and certain for the payer and for any other person. Where it does not exist, every per-
son who is taxed is given a greater or lesser degree to the authority of the tax collector who can
extort a gift or bribe for himself. Uncertainty of taxation develops impudence and contributes
to the bribery of tax collectors who already are not popular. Precise certainty of what each indi-
vidual has to pay, in the matter of taxation, is an issue of great importance. Each tax must be
levied at that time or in the manner in which it should be most convenient to pay it for a tax payer.

An unreasonable tax creates a great temptation for smuggling, and punishments for smug-
gling must be strengthened in accordance with the temptation. The law, contrary to all the usual
principles of justice, first creates temptation, and then punishes those who are susceptible to it
[2,371-372].

Almost two hundred years later, one more Smith was destined to have a huge impact on the
development of economic processes in the world. In 2002, the 1995 Adam Smith Award recip-
ient conferred by the Association for Private Enterprise Education, Vernon Lomax Smith was
awarded the Nobel Prize in economics “for having established laboratory experiments as a tool
in empirical analysis, especially in the study of alternative market mechanisms”.

The dominant view among economists as recently as the 1970s was that unlike chemistry
or biology the economy belongs to those sciences where an experimental verification of theo-
retical ideas is fundamentally impossible. Vernon Smith challenged this opinion, becoming one
of the founders and leading representative of the experimental economics — the direction of eco-
nomic theory, which reproduces real situations of economic life, but not in mathematical mod-
els, as was previously accepted, but in experiments with people.

Vernon Smith began setting up his own experiments, during which his participants were of-
fered to “play the market” according to specially developed rules. The most famous were his ex-
periments on modeling the formation of the price equilibrium, the work of auctions and the stock
exchange. The methods of experimental simulation proposed by Vernon Smith were successfully
used to solve specific problems of economic practice [9, 10, 11, 12]. Already in the 1980s they
were used in antitrust trials, in the 1990s, they played a major role in developing programs for
the deregulation and privatization of the electricity sector in Australia, New Zealand and the
United States.

An encouraging factor for the process of comprehensive European-style reforms in Ukraine
became Vernon Smith's interest in the country. As part of an international team of researchers,
he took part in writing the book “Reformation: the success of Europe and the chance for Ukraine”
[13] which has been published in Ukrainian this year.

As one of the most prominent contemporary intellectuals and economists Vernon Smith
propagates long-term achievements of the Reformation and the ways they changed European
countries. In economy Reformation especially affected business, where success was perceived
as a reward for honest and dedicated work. In Education and science Reformation played a major
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role by giving a powerful impetus to school education; it laid foundations of modern mass state
schools, without which social and technological progress would not be possible. Reformation
also affected universities through abandoning scholasticism and speculative theories; instead,
much attention was paid to the study of languages, experiments, and natural sciences. In lin-
guistics and state building the translation by Luther of the Bible into German caused a profound
revolution, since created a literary norm, uniting the whole of Germany. This translation was used
in all churches and schools that marked the beginning of the formation of the modern German
nation and the unified German state. Same processes decisively influenced the progress of other
European states where most successful were the countries which based their development on the
protestant ideology.

Christian values became a core of the Reformation that had numerous historical and social
reasons and consequences. Its success was largely dependent on the high individual qualities of
persons who were inspiration by moral and organizational leadership of Martin Luther who for-
ever changed the course of history; many of the ideas existed before Luther, but only he de-
signed them together and conveyed to the general public. The message centered on loyalty to the
Bible as the source of the Christian faith, refusal to compromise with conscience, and reliance
on reason and logic. Those values were the foundation for the success of European civilization.

Conclusions. Half a millennium ago, Reformation and Protestantism gave extraordinary
impetus to the strategic development of the European continent. Changes took place both in all
spheres of individual countries and at the continent as a whole. Modern Europe has as many
shortcomings as progressive values, including the fundamental commitment to the Christian
heritage. And that as a result of the turbulent history of Europe it is now at a high level of human
civilization.

Another crucial event happened almost a quarter of a millennium ago when Adam Smith
published his famous book “An Inquiry into the Nature and Causes of the Wealth of Nations”.
In this book, the author argues in favor of the fact that society has a moral obligation to ensure
a decent standard of living for all people. This can be achieved, according to Smith, only through
a free-market system where people can buy and sell goods and services in a system created by
the state.

In 2002, the 1995 Adam Smith Award recip-
ient conferred by the Association for Private Enterprise Education, Vernon Lomax Smith was
awarded the Nobel Prize in economics “for having established laboratory experiments as a tool
in empirical analysis, especially in the study of alternative market mechanisms”. Vernon Smith
became one of the founders and leading representative of the experimental economics — the di-
rection of economic theory, which reproduces real situations of economic life, but not in math-
ematical models, as was previously accepted, but in experiments with people.

An encouraging factor for the process of comprehensive European-style reforms in Ukraine
became Vernon Smith’s interest in the country. As part of an international team of researchers,
in 2017 he took part in writing the book “fReformation: the success of Europe and the chance
for Ukraine”. As one of the most prominent contemporary intellectuals and economists Vernon
Smith propagates long-term achievements of the Reformation, the ways they changed European
countries, and lessons that Ukraine can learn for successful development along the European
path.

It is a form of in-
ternational recognition of significant scientific contribution of the winner or winners of the in-
dividual in the study of theoretical and methodological and practical economic problems
defining indicator of direction for further development of world economics, quantitative and
qualitative transformation of its movements, schools and theories.

It should be noted that in the XXI century, remains the Nobel Prize in Economics and re-
ceived mostly American scientists receive. Exceptions occurred in 2004, when the prize was
shared E. Preskott (USA) and F. Kidland (Norway) in 2003, this award was awarded to R. Ingle
(USA) K. Hrendzher (UK) and in 2010 when the award went P. Daymondu (USA) D. Mortensenu
(USA) and K. Pissaridesu (UK) in 2014, when the prize was Zh. Tirol Professor University of
Toulouse (France) and in 2016, when the world recognition to O. Hart (UK) and B. Holmstrom
(Finland).

This trend clearly demonstrates the high level of research in American universities and other
higher education and research institutions, the attention and assistance from the state and busi-
ness scholars in their creative search. Formed in the late twentieth century in a relatively inde-
pendent industry research, economic nobeleology today focuses on in-depth, comprehensive
analysis of theoretical and methodological and applied contributions of scientists and economists
the world community marked the corresponding reward.

In more concrete terms, we are talking about issues such as foreign trade, foreign direct
and portfolio investments, the effects of endogenous and exogenous factors in terms of func-
tioning of international business (transaction costs, changes in exchange rates and regimes,
taxes, etc.), changes institutional and functional system of the global economy.

Abstract. The article tells about specific economic aspects of the Protestant faith, which
have been represented in the economic activity of religious communities. Protestant doctrine
explained the issues of economic behavior of Christian, the content of his economic activity in
the world of capitalism. Due to the religious migration, ideas and practical realization of Protes-
tant economic ethic were being distributed in Ukrainian lands. Rural communities of Protestants
demonstrated significant commercial success. Municipal religious communities also needed
some economic steps to ensure their existence. For the first time the documents of the State
Archive of Kiev region, that provide an unique impression about activity of the Protestant com-
munity in Kyiv in 1918-1920's — Baptists, Christians-Adventists of Seventh Day, Jews-Evangel-
icals, community of Evangelicals-Lutherans, Latvians-Lutherans and others, are being intro-
duced into scientific circulation. The manuals of these communities and the certificate of fi-
nance audit of Kyiv community of Baptists provide information about the management author-
ities, the conduct of financial records, cash flows, the sources of communities’ funding. The
agreements on the acceptance for use of worship houses and the descriptions of religious items
and property of community can help scientists to determine the communities 'rights to own, use
and dispose the movable and immovable property. The present Protestant communities’ manu-
als have a foundation for the broad economic activity, which should find its realization in the
Christian way of business operation.

The current problem. Slow pace of economic reforms in Ukraine and low development rate
of the Ukrainian economy require a revision of approaches regarding political and economic
governance of the state, as well as introduction of high moral and ethical norms and principles
in the sphere of finance and society as a whole.

The aim of the article. The crisis phenomena of the modern world have clearly shown that
the deep gap between the material sphere and moral laws causes aggravation of many problems
in epysociety. Without a proper understanding of the degree of the gap between socio-economic
realities and ethical values, it is difficult to expect overcoming of existing problems. The situa-
tion is further complicated by the fact that the use of economic mechanisms is subordinated to
the self-serving interests of an overwhelming minority.

Analysis of the latest publications. This topic is little studied in the scientific world. Some
aspects of this topic were covered in the works by such researchers as L. Kistersky, V. Heyets,
O. Gritsenko, and O. Plotnikov.

The important research results. World experience shows that a purely pragmatic approach
to economic development, while providing acceptable rates of growth, does not solve many fun-
damental problems of a society, which entails the growth of extremism and shocks, crises and
social difficulties. Though, in today’s world, these problems are exacerbated in both — individ-
ual countries and in the international system as a whole.

In this regard it should be noted that the basic principles of organization of economic rela-
tions in the society were described as far back in the Bible,

The Bible offers a wide range of economic postulates and recommendations for a success-
ful and harmonious development of a society. Many of its chapters provide direct instruction of
economic nature, which are highly relevant for any time and level of technological develop-
ment. Given a very wide range of economic and social postulates contained in the Bible, the ar-
ticle is going to concentrate on the Bible’s ideas related to postulates for financial resources
collection and management.

Organizing an effective and fair system of taxation in the state is perhaps one of the central
components of economic prescriptions of the Bible, which states that taxes should not be too
high, as it leads to tax evasion, social disobedience and, finally, to rebellion. The Bible describes
the case when people asked the king to weaken a heavy yoke promising to serve him properly,
but, contrary to the advice of elders, he refused to cut taxes and sent his representative to report
this to the people. In response, the people stoned him [1. 2 Chron. 10:3, 4, 6, 7, 8,10,11,16, 18].

The Bible repeatedly states that taxes should be levied differentially, that there should not
be a single tax rate for the rich and the poor; tax system should be designed to support the poor,
not rich, “He that opresseth the poor to increase his riches, and he that giveth to the rich, shall
surely come to want” [1. Prov. 22:16]. Further, this same idea is formulated even more vividly:
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“And Jesus sat over against the treasury, and beheld how the people cast money into the treas-
ury: and many that were rich cast in much. And there came a certain poor widow, and she threw
in two mites ... And he called unto him his disciples, and saith unto them, Verily I say unto you.
That this poor widow hath cast more in, than all they which have cast into the treasury. For all
they did cast in of their abundance; but she of her want did cast she had, even all her living” [1.
Mark 12:41-44].

In Ukraine, the system of tax allocations and social charges does not correspond to the bib-
lical approach. Not only that taxes and social payments in Ukraine are quite high for a transi-
tion economy with unsteady and immature market relations and undeveloped entrepreneurship,
so they are still the same for all taxpayers, whether a multimillionaire or barely surviving small
businessman.

Thus, the shadow economy remains a dominant sector of the Ukrainian economy. If tax
rates are reduced, this sector would come out of the shadow, and thus create quite rapidly, a
solid basis for a market economy. Even now, while in the shadow, this sector plays some posi-
tive role — proving jobs, ensuring salaries, and stimulating consumption in Ukraine, thus pro-
viding indirect revenues for the budget.

The New Testament contains a proverb in which Jesus shows an example of mandatory tax
payment — paying it for himself and for Peter [1. Mat. 17:24-27]. In the Bible, the need for tax
payment was repeatedly discussed between Jesus and his disciples; his responses to the disci-
ples on many issues have long become classic and idioms, although in some cases lost their
original meaning. An idiom “To Caesar the things that are Caesar’s ...” is the result of discus-
sions between Jesus and his disciples of the need to pay tribute to Caesar: “...bring me a penny,
that I may see it. And they brought it. And he saith unto them, Whose is the image and super-
scription? And they said unto him, Caesar’s. And Jesus answering said unto them, Render to
Caesar the things that are Caesar’s, and to God the things that are God’s” [1. Mark. 12:15-17].
Thus, Jesus makes it clear that it is indispensable to pay taxes.

Similarly, the Bible prescribes to the authorized by the commandment to “take the law of
tithing”, and all the rest — to pay it as an evidence that they are alive [Eur. 7:5-8]. Thus, two
main types of payments are carried out — taxes (levies and duties) and only servants of temples
are exempt from paying them, and the tithe which should be paid by all. The Bible democrati-
cally recommends negotiating the amount of taxes to be paid in order to avoid conflicts and dis-
obedience between the monarch and payers of levies and duties to maintain the life of the state
and its further development; whereas tithing is more social in nature and is allocated to funding
of science, arts and culture, to support the church and its ministers, as well as the needy.

Now, it’s well and widely known from textbooks that the lower the taxes are, the wider the
field for taxation is and, consequently, for total tax revenues. The situation is completely different
in our case, where a confiscatory type taxation system forces entrepreneurs to hide in the
“shadow” to avoid annihilation by their own state. An illustrative example of interdependence
between level of taxes, economic performance and budget revenues is the situation in the United
States in late 1970s and early 1980s. The Reagan administration that came to power in 1980 in-
herited quite a dangerous trend of declining economic growth, decreasing budgetary revenues
and a steady reduction of jobs. The first step of the new administration was a substantial reduc-
tion of taxes. In just several months, signs of improvement became visible — more entrepreneurs
appeared, and the increased quantity of tax revenues from them compensated for the lower tax
rates [2]. Obviously, the economy cannot react to changes of tax rates immediately. A certain
amount of time will pass, but during that period of time the state has to ensure budgetary rev-
enues [3]. For example there is a certain time delay between lowering of tax rates and increas-
ing of budgetary revenues due to the appearance of new businesses and contraction of the shadow
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component of the economy. During this time it would be reasonable to use credits extended by
International Financial Organizations for replenishment of the state budget.

Such an important component of functioning of a state and formation of its budget revenues
as customs is also mentioned in the Bible. Representatives of various professions, including
publicans, requested advice regarding their activities: “Then came also publicans to be baptized,
and said unto him, Master, what shall we do? And he said unto them, Exact no more than that
which is appointed you™ [1. Luke. 3:12, 13]. For fees collection the Romans built special prem-
ises in some way corresponded to our customs. Publicans enjoyed great influence and trust in a
society, but their aides often were embezzlers and extortionists and were considered oppressors,
sinners, and thieves. Thus, economic abuses in collecting duties caused the New Testament to
prescribe publicans not to take more than due and to adhere to agreed fees.

The parable of the buried talent is sufficiently well known and often referred to by people
in everyday life. A parable from the New Testament about a rich man, who gave ten pounds
(Greek silver coin) to ten people, is much less known, although it has the same economic sense
[1. Luke 19:13-26]. This parable, in fact, contains fundamental principles of financial manage-
ment, which are not always observed in the modern economy. The Bible specifies that the money
should be there, where they are provided a profitable and safe use, and are not kept idle in a hid-
ing place. In contemporary Ukraine, nationals store outside the banking system roughly an
amount comparable to the country’s annual budget. That means that enormous resources are
kept outside the economy, which badly needs them for development programs and economic re-
forms.

Various types of debts have long been almost the basic sign of the global economy and also
of the entire system of international economic relations. The problem of debt management is
known as long as the absence of its solution. Moreover, in recent decades the problem as a virus,
spread from developing countries to developed and encompassed even the most powerful con-
temporary economic group — the European Union [4].

The Bible contains a number of recommendations with respect to debt management. Cur-
rent international practice often contradicts with these recommendations; in particular, regular
debt relief to least developed countries stimulates inefficient use of resources by those coun-
tries. Other recommendations of the Bible in this area are, so far, beyond lending practices and
debt management techniques. It is interesting to note that external debt write off is permitted to
aneighbor or to a brother, that is, in the biblical interpretation, to citizens of the country. But with
a foreigner it is recommended to recover a debt: “Of a foreigner thou mayest exact it again: but
that which is thine with thy brother thine hand shall release” [1. Deuteron 15:3].

The Bible repeatedly expressed the idea that oneself should not borrow, but lend, because
it brings power over other nations: “For the Lord thy God blessed thee: and thou shalt lend unto
many nations, but thou shalt not borrow; and thou shalt reign over many nations, but they shall
not reign over thee” [1. Deuteron 15:6]. This idea is fully in line with the current practices of
Ukraine, when international creditors and donors advance claims to the country which are not
quite acceptable but indispensable for repaying old debts accumulated to the same creditors.

Credit relations occupy a special place in the Bible. Many guidelines and recommendations
of the Holy Scripture are extremely relevant not only for the Ukrainian economy, but also for
many other developed countries. The Bible prescribes that credit instruments should be treated
very selectively and not all borrowers deserve being credited.

So, the Bible recommends not to credit neighbors, i.e. citizens. But foreigners, whom you
want to win economically, can be provided loans to, “Thou shalt not lend upon usury to thy
brother; usury of money, usury of victuals, usury of any thing that is lent upon usury: Unto a
stranger thou mayest lend upon usury” [1. Deuteron 23:19, 20]. Probably, it means that needy
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neighbors should be provided with financial support, as prescribed in many chapters of the Bible.
So come in many developed countries (EU, USA, Canada), where government programs avail-
able to citizens socially important loans, particularly long-term, a symbolic interest. For exam-
ple, long-term loan for a purchase of a first home can be obtained with the interest rate of 2-4%
per annum.

In the modern economy loans against collateral (real estate, land, vehicles, etc.) became a
widespread practice. In Ukraine as well as in other countries there are frequent bank failures
that were actively handing loans against a pledge, thereby contributing to “overheating” of the
economy, bringing its decline and crisis, thus making mortgage resources illiquid. The Bible
says: “No man shall take the nether or the upper millstone to pledge: for he taketh a man’s life
to pledge” [1. Deuteron 24:6].

The deepening of the economic crisis leads to a more general and widespread problem,
namely that of market transformations not being accepted by the public. Ukrainians tend to as-
sociate the market economy with today’s poverty and corruption. One of the most difficult tasks
which Ukraine faces on its way to democratic market transformation is to change the mentality
of millions of its citizens. People will have to realize the essence of the changes involved, and
to trust in them. To achieve this, strenuous everyday work is required to explain to people the
aims of the market transformation and the steps by which to implement them. The population
will have to understand and support market reforms, some attempts were already made in
Ukraine to employ a comprehensive approach, but no one in the country has yet tried to fore-
cast the consequences of certain measures, even from a short-term prospective [5]. This lead to
faults in the economy, and even worse, to a compromising of market reforms in the eyes of the
society. No efforts in Ukraine have ever been made to secure support for market reforms among
the general public.

The economic and investment climate in Ukraine is one of the most unfavorable in the world
for foreign investors. It is no wonder, that Ukraine is not a real rival in the global competition
for capital. The reasons for Ukraine’s unattractiveness are numerous and well known: over-reg-
ulation of the economy, high and complicated taxes, violations of contractual agreements, etc.
All these make it clear to a foreign investor that until now Ukraine has not created the necessary
pre-conditions for capital accumulation and its efficient use. But, maybe the most serious sign
of an unfavorable economic climate in Ukraine for foreign investors is the under-investment of
domestic capital. If a domestic investor is not ready to take the risk of investing in his own eco-
nomic environment, all the more reason that a foreign investor would not be willing to under-
take risky investment in Ukraine. Because of this, Ukraine is unfortunately gaining the reputation
of a country which is not able to develop quality investment projects, and is unable to effec-
tively use foreign investment resources to introduce real market transformation in the economy.

Conclusions. Practice proves that it is impossible to reach positive results without complex
development of a domestic market, which is the basis of any economy. This is what is now
called a general economic climate in a country, which should be created on the bases of a well-
developed program [6]. Such a program should begin with the formation of a highly profes-
sional team, and should be completed by restructuring of unprofitable enterprises and deve-
lopment of entrepreneurship. The process of developing adequate laws and regulations, as well
as foreign economic and foreign political strategy for the country should be based on the im-
plementation of ethical economic norms prescribed by the Bible.

Thus, the current world economic crisis has shown that the rupture of the material sphere
with moral laws and postulates can be very profound. However, the current crisis is global not
only in a geographical or economic sense, it is also and even more so political and civilizational.
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Without a proper understanding of semantic character of the crisis it is difficult to expect over-
coming of existing problems. The situation is complicated by the fact that the design and appli-
cation of economic mechanisms are subordinated, first of all, to the self-serving interests of the
overwhelming minority.

Thus, we need not only new economic mechanisms to overcome the current crisis, but also
new approaches that take into account spiritual, moral and other universal values. Christianity,
as the dominant religion in many highly developed countries (and in Ukraine), offers a wide
range of postulates and recommendations for the successful and harmonious development of
society. Many sections of the Bible contain direct instructions of an economic, legal and inter-
national nature that have an enduring significance for society at any level of technological de-
velopment.

Abstract. Europe was experiencing the decline of the Church, education, economy and the
like at the time. The reason for this was the totality of the Church’s power over man and the
state, and imposed fear of it. The reformation 1517 helped to return to the spiritual origins,
which revived European civilization. Ukraine took its own path of decline that was associated
with the forced imposition of Communist totalitarian ideology and fear that has destroyed the
value of man, his freedom and rights. With regard to the aforementioned, the article analyzes the
ideas of prominent reformers (Luther, Calvin, Rotterdam, etc.), the European experience of the
reformation and borrowing of the best examples for the reform of our country, particularly in
the field of Economics and law.

The article also analyzes the socio-economic status, education and statehood before and
after the reformation. It is noted that the driving force of the transition from the middle Ages to
the Renaissance and formation of successful States was, above all, the rethinking of the values
of the people. The heyday of European countries took place through the implementation of the
state activity of the Biblical principles that the reformers spoke. It is a proven fact that countries
formed under the influence of Protestantism, have the lowest corrupt rate. The article also ex-
amines the current legislation of Ukraine concerning to reflect these principles, and notes the
need to adopt the best experience of the heyday of European countries and their principles.

Abstract. In market democracies university became a major application center of state ef-
forts and resources for innovation development. All successful innovation systems of the world
are united by a common principle that a university is not only a participant in the innovation
process, but also acts as its center. National organization of the innovation system has histori-
cally been important in determining competition. Innovation economics became a growing eco-
nomic doctrine that reformulates conventional economics theory so that knowledge, technology,
entrepreneurship, and innovation are positioned at the center of the economic model. Ukraine
should be prepared to support innovation process through legal means, providing assistance in
the form of tax holidays, simplified licensing formalities, and infrastructure development.

Key words: innovation, free market, university, competition, private ownership, creative
destruction, currency, taxes, innovation economy.

The current problem. Unsatisfactory results of economic reforms in Ukraine require dras-
tic improvements of governance in the country, as well as introduction a transparent innovation
policy, which should be supportive for promising ideas that emerge from Ukrainian universities
and research institutions. Ukrainian government has to assist innovation development economy
with venture capital, and help implement ideas to mass production.

The aim of the article The role of innovation is viewed as crucial in all developed
economies. Innovation increases competitiveness and economic growth; strategy based on in-
novation makes it possible to foster employment and welfare on a larger scale. The general goal
of the necessary reforms in Ukraine is to replace the existing unfair and inefficient system with
the one that increases economic freedom for all. Innovation based economic system should be
based on the rule of law, thus generating more rapid and sustained economic growth.

Analysis of the latest publications. Such prominent economists as Joseph Schumpeter,
John Maynard Keynes, Milton and Rose Friedman, Henry Etzkowitz laid the foundations of the
innovation economy theory. However, this subject has not yet received coverage in the publi-
cations of contemporary Ukrainian scientists.

Presentation of basic materials. The popular upheaval in Ukraine has primarily been a
strive for better governance, more effective institutions and a state that serves its people. It was,
after all, frustration over widespread corruption and shadow economy that has now given rise
to a new political order in the country. But the strategic imperative stretches much larger over
the current situation and requires fundamental changes in the Ukrainian society — drastically re-
structured institutions, good governance, business climate conducive to development and mod-
ernization of Ukraine’s economy [1]. So, the need for rapid and innovation based economic
reform could not be more urgent.

With a boundless potential as Europe’s sixth largest consumer market, a potential leader in
global food value chains, and as a technology and energy hub, Ukraine initiated a systemic eco-
nomic and political reform based on institutional change underpinning a wholesale review of the
social contract between society, the business community and the state. This is a scenario in which
concerted action by all stakeholders in society creates an environment that allows the country
to capitalize on its large domestic market, resource endowments, highly educated workforce,
and developed science.
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Theoretical background

International positive experience testifies that the most successful, innovative systems of
the world formed around universities: Silicon Valley — around Stanford University, Boston in-
novative metropolis — around MTI, Swedish Kista Science City — around the Royal Institute of
Technology, etc.

According to the “Triple Helix” model of Henry Etzkowitz [2], Professor of Stanford Uni-
versity (USA), a university is a place through which pass thousands of students with new ideas,
and these ideas under favorable conditions can be successfully commercialized. All successful
innovation systems of the world are united by a common principle. There a university is not
only a participant in the innovation process, but also acts as its center. A university became a
major application center of state efforts and resources for innovation development. Universities
of this type are called research, or entrepreneurial. Of course, Research University maintains its
academic component, but it works simultaneously on three interrelated areas: education, re-
search, innovation and the introduction of high-tech output to markets or technology transfer.

The Triple Helix of university—industry—government relations was compared with alterna-
tive models for explaining the current research system in its social contexts. Communications
and negotiations between institutional partners generate an overlay that increasingly reorganizes
the arrangements in question. The institutional layer can be considered as the retention mecha-
nism of a developing system. The national organization of the system of innovation has histor-
ically been important in determining competition. Reorganizations across industrial sectors and
nation states, however, are induced by new technologies. University research may function in-
creasingly as a locus in the “laboratory” of such knowledge-intensive network transitions.

If Adam Smith is the patron saint of classical economics and Keynes of Keynesian eco-
nomics, it is Joseph Schumpeter who is the patron saint of innovation economics, especially
with his classic 1942 book Capitalism, Socialism and Democracy. Writing around the same time
as Keynes, Schumpeter had a decidedly different take on the economy and on economics. For
Schumpeter it was evolving institutions, entrepreneurs, and technological change that were at the
heart of economic growth [3].

Joseph Schumpeter viewed innovation as a means of overcoming economic crisis. Based on
the theory of “long” conjuncture wave of short-term business activity, he found a new ability to
output production system crisis. According to Schumpeter, through innovation a company can
exploit new competitive techniques, different from previous forms of price competition.

New methods of competition based on innovation activity, he called effective competition
and a unique position of a company, established on the basis of non-price forms of competition
— an effective monopoly, which is a position in the market in which it draws additional benefits
and profits from the implementation of innovative changes in their own economic system; for
example, new products, use of new technologies, organization and management, etc.

Competition naturally produces a process of entrepreneurial discovery, pulling and prod-
ding markets in new directions. Entrepreneurs must create new products or services, calculate
the best ways to utilize resources and deliver them, and constantly look for new and better pro-
ductive techniques. It is entrepreneurs who seldom fear failure but see new ways to do things.
Entrepreneurs attempt to read the market signals, anticipate previously undeveloped consumer
demands, and then take risks, usually with their own money. Sometimes entrepreneurs succeed,
sometimes fail, and often they have to start all over again. Successful entrepreneurs have to be
proactive. Joseph Schumpeter wrote that entrepreneurship always involves a process of “creative
destruction” in which newer, better ideas displace the old [3].

“Creative destruction”, however, soon forces those on top down, if not out, because their
once-dominant products become obsolete. As new products attract resources away from exist-
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ing ones and new firms threaten established ones, economic and political realities are often re-
versed. Since both political power and economic power are radically changed, existing institu-
tions fight for the status quo. People who will lose because of change in a dynamic economy
often want laws to protect them from the change. But protecting all members of a society from
any losses stifles the innovations and change needed to create new wealth in a society [3, 183].

Cyclical development convincingly demonstrates not only the decline of ideas, companies,
and countries, thus, the constant pressure for change. So, the competitive process can be joined
by anyone who wants to apply efforts. However, for successful functioning of “creative de-
struction” and innovation based development for the benefit of all society members a free-mar-
ket system is indispensable based on the following principles: private ownership of property
with easy legal documentation proof, rule of law, stable currency, and low taxes.

This is how a free-market system works. “With no central director or planner, it still en-
ables vast amounts of wealth to be created, and benefits to be widely distributed, in every na-
tion where it is allowed to function. No other system encourages everyone to compete and
cooperate, and gives people such economic freedom to choose and produce, and thus enhances
prosperity” [4, 184].

Innovation development in Ukraine

The role of innovation is viewed as crucial in all developed economies. Innovation increases
competitiveness and economic growth; strategy based on innovation makes it possible to foster
employment and welfare on a larger scale. Innovation based economic reforms in Ukraine gained
important intellectual, moral, and financial support from international financial institutions and
individual countries.

The general goal of the necessary reforms is clear to many Ukrainians, regardless of which
part of the country they live in: replace the existing unfair and inefficient system with the one
that increases economic freedom for all; and respect the rule of law, thus generating more rapid
and sustained economic growth. It is not intellectually difficult to suggest what form a proper
package of reforms should take. It has to be broad and introduced rapidly. It should include
measures that make both economic and political sense, such as deregulation to smooth estab-
lishment of enterprises, quick auditing and, following appropriate investigation, dissolving the
most corrupt parts of the state. The gas sector, a focus of high-level corruption, needs to be re-
structured; and the stolen assets recovered from officials. Introducing these measures would re-
duce resistance to the elimination of massive fuel subsidies.

The innovation development vector indicated that Ukraine has officially registered the first
five industrial parks — the places where it is planned to create high-tech industries. Their cer-
tificates have already recently received Lviv, Kremenchug (Poltava region), Korosten (Zhyto-
myr region), Valley (Ivano- Frankivsk region), and Slavuta (Khmelnitsky region). According to
experts, the creation of industrial parks will allow attracting about $ 10 billion investment to
Ukraine for 3-5 years. Furthermore, Ukraine should be prepared to support innovation provid-
ing assistance in the form of tax holidays, simplified licensing formalities, and infrastructure
development.

American Chamber of Commerce (ACC) in Ukraine initiated the launch of long-term joint
project with aerospace companies in Kharkov and Dnepropetrovsk within the framework of the
implementation in Ukraine of investment projects in the manufacturing sector. The project’s an-
ticipated investment is about $ 10 billion targeted at commercial space exploration.

Comparable long-term projects in terms of investments are also discussed in the electricity
and heavy engineering sectors. The ACC President also indicated that it is important to attract
investors in the strategic direction of the Ukrainian economy and the Chamber will combine its
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services as advisor and consultant, and an organization that can express the interests of big cap-
ital.

To make the projects effective, result and innovation oriented, the Trade Mission of the
United States in conjunction with other US governmental institutions initiated creation of the In-
novation Council, which focuses on developing systems required for the growth of entrepre-
neurship, development of legal culture and infrastructure for innovation in Ukraine.

Legislation for innovation

While something novel is often described as an innovation in economics, management sci-
ence, and other fields of practice and analysis it is generally considered a process that brings to-
gether various novel ideas in a way that they have an impact on society.

Innovation differs from improvement in that innovation refers to the notion of doing some-
thing different rather than doing the same thing better. Innovation is the development of new
value through solutions that meet new needs, or adding value to old customers by providing
new ways of maximizing their current level of productivity. It is the catalyst to growth.

Already six years ago, the EU completed the project [5] which contained analysis of Ukrain-
ian legislation in the sphere of research, development and innovation activity and worked out
suggestions for amendments for legislation.

The following topics were covered:

 regulation of direct financing of scientific, technical, and innovation activity;

* determination and realization of priorities for innovation;

* development and implementation of state programs in R&D in innovation sphere;

 legal status of innovation infrastructure entities;

* public procurement in R&D;

+ competitive financing of R&D, financial and credit support to innovation activity;

 tax incentives for innovation activity, etc.

Suggestions on amendments to the legislation of Ukraine as well as the legislation efficiency
assessment were provided.

Towards the Innovative Development

To accelerate innovation development of economy of Ukraine the following steps will be
taken:

* establishing an effective public policies aimed at prioritized scientific and technological
development;

+ creating innovative-driven development model of the state along

direction corresponding to natural and human resources of the country;

+ identifying areas and research institutions, where there are appropriate conditions for
the creation of the so-called “breakthrough islands” based on cutting-edge technologys;

» completion of the formation of a single legislative field of innovation by amending pre-
viously adopted laws and their mutual agreement on the basis of research produced within the
EU project.

Empirical evidence worldwide persuasively proves a positive link between technological
innovation and economic performance. With a view of innovation oriented reforms Ukraine
should increase support for scholars to bridge the gap between science and production. Trans-
parent innovation fund will be supporting promising ideas that emerge from Ukrainian univer-
sities and research institutions, assist with venture capital, and help implement ideas to mass
production. Such funds could be the first step in creating a financial infrastructure to support in-
novation and improve the efficiency of the national economy.

Currently, innovation economics is a growing economic doctrine that reformulates conven-
tional economics theory so that knowledge, technology, entrepreneurship, and innovation are

positioned at the center of the economic model rather than seen as independent forces that are
largely unaffected by policy. Innovation economics is based on two fundamental tenets: that the
central goal of economic policy should be to spur higher productivity through greater innova-
tion, and that markets relying on input resources and price signals alone will not always be as
effective in spurring higher productivity, and, hence, economic growth.

The increasing awareness of the multiple connections of technological change and innova-
tion with advances in science, on the one hand, and the set of socio-economic institutions oper-
ating in a given context, on the other, encourages the conceptualization of “science, technology,
innovation and growth systems” (STIGS) as appropriate subjects for policy-oriented research.
The current economic crisis offers the temptation to look only for immediate remedies for the
crisis. As important as such measures are, there is a real need to look for structural reforms that
would enhance growth in the long run [6]. Policy tools addressing these long run concerns are
the various ways in which governments support private sector R&D. They include a wide vari-
ety of policies, starting from education and intellectual property rights, and ending with tools that
reduce the cost of R&D to companies.

Conclusions. It is only within the last 20 years that a theory and narrative of economic
growth focused on innovation that was grounded on Schumpeter’s ideas has emerged. Innova-
tion economics attempted to answer the fundamental problem in the puzzle of total factor pro-
ductivity growth. Continual growth of output could no longer be explained only in increase of
inputs used in the production process as understood in industrialization. Hence, innovation eco-
nomics focused on a theory of economic creativity that would impact the theory of the firm and
organization decision-making. Hovering between heterodox economics that emphasized the
fragility of conventional assumptions and orthodox economics that ignored the fragility of such
assumptions, innovation economics aims for joint didactics between the two. As such, it en-
larges the Schumpeterian analyses of new technological system by incorporating new ideas of
information and communication technology in the global economy.

Indeed, a new theory and narrative of economic growth focused on innovation has emerged
in the last decade on the basis of other schools and thoughts in economics, including Schum-
peterian economics — provides an economic framework that explains and helps support growth
in today’s knowledge economy.

Transparent innovation policy in Ukraine should be supportive for promising ideas that
emerge from Ukrainian universities and research institutions. Ukrainian government has to as-
sist innovation development economy with venture capital, and help implement ideas to mass
production.

Abstract. Establishment of global human civilization associated with the ideological revo-
lution of the Renaissance, the rise of humanistic values of human dignity and reason, politically
expressed with the beginning of the Reformation in the demands of reforms, firstly in spiritual,
secondly in secular policies to provide individual freedom. Reformation in the XVI century, as
the collapse of the USSR, which helped Ukraine to gain independence in the XX century, caused
by nations 'request for creating inclusive political institutions and the dismantling extractive in-
stitutions. Recognition of the inalienable natural rights, which in scope considered as personal
autonomy, is the foundation of modern international law system that arose under the influence
of the Reformation. The liberal egalitarian morality of Protestant capitalism, based on the ideas
of direct responsibility before the God, following own mission and reaching success through
hard work, the most consistently embodied in the Anglo-American political and legal system, also
spread to Germany, France and Switzerland, later helped to unite vast majority of nations in the
recognition of Universal Declaration of Human Rights and to consolidate European Union
around the Convention for the Protection of Human Rights and Fundamental Freedoms. Now
Ukrainian aspirations to spiritual, political and economic freedom and social justice are ob-
structed by excessive elitism, commitment to self-destructive extractive political institutions,
dooming the most people to poverty and injustice. Lesson of Reformation for Ukraine is impor-
tance of strength pragmatic ideal of personal autonomy in society. Respect for human rights is
key to the dignity, freedom and security of people; for the break the deadlock of ingratitude and
impunity, personal initiative must be supported and personal responsibility must be ensured.

They include a compensation list of the benefits that commentators have linked to CSR
programs the following: reducing risk; reduced waste; improving relations with regulators; gen-
erating brand equity; improved human relations and employee productivity; lower cost of cap-
ital [13; 19]. Aguilera, Williams, Conley, Ruppexplore differences between institutional investors
in the UK and the US concerning CSR, and draw on a model of instrumental, relational and
moral motives to explore why institutional investors in the UK are becoming concerned with
firms’ social and environmental actions [1, 147].

Soellnerconsiders an application of a sequenced approach of education, sanction, and insti-
tutional building [17; 1230]. The author specifies the role of the self-enforcing mechanism of
learning, the implementation and enforcement of values which results in a responsible behav-
ior, and the process of shaping and enforcing an institutional environment. The impact of multi-
national corporations defines the function for future prediction development as an investment in
social order and future cooperation.

The testing hypothesis is corporate governance and CSR could be considered as comple-
mentary categories, and whatkind of adjustment measures for CSR improvement in Ukraine
could be identified and applied inside corporations and business environment in Ukraine.

The rules of Corporate Governance and Corporate Social Responsibility have many inter-
actions. The rules of the Corporate Governance (CG) have today often the condition of law. In
Germany are these rules part of the statute-book of stock-companies (Aktiengesetz) with valid-
ity for companies listed on the stock exchange. The influence is more and beyond this legal form
for companies. Other companies — especially with international activities — do orient them on this
regulatory framework for the management and monitoring. Companies listed on the stock ex-
change give statements about the corporate governance at the annual report.

The rules of CSR are directives given by the management of a company for the company.
CSR is the compliance with laws and regulations, observing (external) standards and (internal)
values, action instructions and guidelines and designing management and control structures. All
interests of every group of stakeholders are considered and the sustainability and transparency
are the main topics of today.

The Majority of East European countries have adopted a national code of best practice for
corporate governance. It defines the strict rules for listing the companies’ shares on a stock mar-
ket; clarify the powers of shareholders and supervisory boards, and to makes signals for any fi-
nancial changes to foreign investors. Bebchuk, Cohen & Ferrell consider which provisions,
among a set of twenty-four governance provisions followed by the Investor Responsibility Re-
search Center (IRRC), are correlated with firm value and stockholder returns [5; 801]. Berndt
traces the network effects of system based on corporate law, securities law, and the capital mar-
kets [6, 35].

Over the past 20 years, managers enhances the use of tools for developing reputations tech-
niques in order to study the influence of interest groups in the company, and mechanism, how
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to manage relationships with them. Some experts believe that the division of corporate com-
munications with the advertising world and PR transfer today market leaders to those organiza-
tions that pursue policies of a single system of communication with all interested groups.

Aguilera, Williams, Conley, Rupp emphasize two divergent hybrids of the neo-liberal eco-
nomic model and the neo-corporatist model, where the first model defines more centralized and
concentrated financial systems based on financial market regulation which is designed to cor-
rect market failures and facilitate market process, strong emphasis on transparency and disclo-
sure rules [1, 148]. The neo-corporatist model considers the existence of legalistic regulation
which structures institutional frameworks for private interest bargaining, marginal power and im-
portance of shareholder interests, corporation responsibility for stakeholder employees, takes
into account an institutional setting which are mediated by firm and labour market structures. The
distinctive feature of statist model distinguishes is highly centralized and concentrated bank-
dominated financial systems, existence of more mandatory rules than in previous models, strong
impact of informal regulatory and inter-firm relationships on corporate structures. Authors sug-
gest that national political institutions remain powerful and distinctive determinants of political
economic adjustment. It covers the assumptions that underlie theories of corporate governance
and the expected outcomes of various board structures and compositions.

The proponents of the neoclassical approach emphasize stakeholder theory, the theory of cor-
porate internal control, the theory of agents costs and etc., and argue that the term corporate
governance is typically defined more narrowly, as the processes of supervision and control ‘in-
tended to ensure that the company’s management acts in accordance with the interests of the
shareholders.” [7, 55]. Neoclassical theorists highlight the obligation of the company to maxi-
mize the return on investment of their shareholders. The stakeholder theory assumes that cor-
porate executives are responsible to stockholders, and it also maintains that there are other groups
that are directly affected by the conduct of the company. Companies that invest too heavily in
social responsible activities may jeopardize their profitability, thereby failing their shareholders;
likewise, to the extent that such companies fail to engage in such social responsible activities at
all, or only in superficial ways, may threaten their company’s survival by driving customers and
potential customers away. Arias & Petterson concludes that a careful balance of the neoclassi-
cal and stakeholder approach to doing business in the international market place is required
today [4, 101].Cheng, loannou & Serafeim argue that stakeholder engagement based on mutual
trust and cooperation reduces potential agency costs by pushing managers to adopt a long-term
rather than a short-term orientation [10, 15]. Superior stakeholder engagement enhances the rev-
enue or profit generating potential of the firm through the higher quality of relationships with
customers, business partners and among employees. Firms with better CSR performance are
more likely to publicly disclose their CSR activities, and consequently become more transpar-
ent and accountable. Higher levels of transparency reduce informational asymmetries between
the firm and investors, thus mitigating perceived risk. The post neoclassical views, however,
show that stakeholders’ incentives can play a significant role on the mix of debt and equity used
in financing the firm’s assets, and on its capital investment decisions. Thereby corporate exec-
utives can add value to the firm and affect distribution of wealth between common stockhold-
ers and bondholders [3, 20].

The impact of global financial crisis affects corporate governance and banks as executive di-
rectors, remuneration and bankers’ bonuses, board composition and board diversity. CSR in
multinational companies hence requires the identification of global and local stakeholder groups
and an understanding of their concerns and the cultural context shaping their expectations [9, 19].

In deciding on the adoption of CSR of the company is not only important to identify the most
significant social needs of stakeholders, but also to analyze their feasibility, to provide cost ben-
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efits analysis of company, estimate potential benefits of social investment for society. At this
stage management explores the possibility of joining efforts in the implementation of various so-
cial projects with other companies or nonprofit organizations.

Numerous violations of legal (formal and informal) rules between companies and society,
corporations and their shareholders in the world rise to intense viewing not only use, but also the
reassessment of the fundamental principles of the relationship between power holders (share-
holders), management holders (managers), the R&D owners (technological staff) and the em-
ployees (workers). Jain points out that it appears that U.S. and Indian firms are more prone to
greenwash their image in comparison with their German counterparts [15, 10].

Arias & Patterson (2009) points out two different aims for company’s management, on the
one hand, that they manage the enterprise’s affairs in a responsible way that ensures the long-
term survival of the company; and, on the other hand, the same managers are being confronted
by a wide range of external forces over which they have little or no control, but which must be
taken into account in formulating strategic business plans [4, 108]. The most important issue ac-
cording to the authors view is to emphasize the need to balance these needs while in many cases
it is to be a highly elusive moving target.

Witt & Jackson hypothesize that certain combinations of liberal market and coordinated
logics across two or more institutional domains may enable institutional comparative advantage
by compensating for institutional weaknesses inherent in “pure’’ configurations [19, 780]. Lib-
eral corporate governance may provide an important external monitoring of strongly coordi-
nated and otherwise insider-oriented governance institutions. This view explains the potential for
“beneficial constraints” based on institutional arrangements with conflicting logics.

Corporations, having strategy based on successful operation of the market, cannot ignore the
role of CSR actions. Instead they are trying to create for themselves the image of socially re-
sponsible businesses. CSR is what that companies are trying to meet the expectations of soci-
ety providing needs for products or services, which form a high technical standards, and
contributing thus for improving the quality of living standards in the country.

Hopner points out the problem of institutional complementarity via theoretical analysis of
different models of capitalism [14, 30]. The theories differ with respect to the degree to which
they emphasize the coherent organization of subsystems of the political economy, such as the
skill formation system, the industrial relations system and the corporate governance system.

The bulk of the available evidence from scientific literature sources suggests that most firms
view social responsible actions in the same way that they view more traditional business activ-
ities. Stavins, Reinhardt & Vietor stress that instead of altruistically sacrificing profits, they en-
gage in more limited — but more profitable — set of socially beneficial activities that contributes
to their financial goals. Authors consider that CSR should be viewed as a complement to, rather
than a substitute for, increasingly effective government regulation [20, 25].

Bloomfield argues that the term “CSR” is applied as a substitute term for describing the
company’s response to the legitimate expectations of stakeholders which means greater dis-
tinction between the two aspects of governance — inward facing and outward facing [8, 300].

CSR deals with ethical treating the stakeholders of the firm and respecting their needs. So-
cially responsible behavior increases the human development of stakeholders both within and
outside the corporation. Sjoestrand describes and analyses the key nature-based and actor —
based forces that ultimately determine corporate governance processes and long-term corporate
paths [18, 2016].

Some scientists consider that the corporate governance and CSR relationship can be inter-
preted by abandoning the standard view of the firm as a shareholder value maximizer and em-

bracing the view of a firm as a stakeholder value maximizer. This convergence paves the way
for corporate governance to be driven by ethical norms and the need for accountability, and it
enables CSR to adapt prevailing business practices. At present time both corporate governance
and CSR focus on ethical practices in business and the responsiveness of an organization to its
stakeholders and the environment in which it operates.

The study of the interdependence corporate governance and CSR reflects the various stake-
holders’ views on organization and management, on the company’s portfolio, ethical norms, the
possibilities and attractiveness, impacts in themselves and effects of all other forces. The re-
search indicates complementary relationship through reflecting the interests of all stakeholders,
providing balance of relationships between major groups and social institutions involved in mar-
ket interaction, and promoting the development of constructive relationships. The relationship
and interaction categories demonstrate different models of corporate governance application
which explain needs to apply certain institutional arrangements, enabling shareholders to play
a more active role in CSR, and resulting in more sustainable companies’ development.

The important research results. The concept of CSR is quiet new for Ukrainian business.
In Ukraine an example of successful implementation of CSR standards by companies could be
seen via substantial increases of their contribution to the sustainable development of the soci-
ety, including all economic, social and environmental aspects of the company activities.

Ukrainian companies manage to achieve the basic goals via taking part in various socially
oriented projects and programs: to increase investment attractiveness, to be included and in-
volved in global network, and to improve the quality of corporate culture within the company.
Corporations independently determine the extent of their contribution to public participation in
the projects and programs involving CSR.

The critical analysis of literature sources and analytical reports provide the basis for high-
lighting differences of CSR model in Germany and in Ukraine, and to define adjustment meas-
ures (table 1, p. 128).

Having a strategy based on market operations, corporations are trying to create for them-
selves the image of socially responsible businesses. CSR’s perception is what these companies
are trying to meet the expectations of the society, providing needs for their products or services,
which form a high technical standards, and contributing thus for improving the quality of living
standards in the country. The companies conduct efforts to extend the range of educational proj-
ects in improving the quality of education in Ukraine. The necessity of CSR principles adoption
explains companies’ confidence increase, which confirms their commitment in attracting, re-
taining qualified staff, and positive companies’ image formation. This process should be es-
corted by different campaigns in media. The best example is J. F. Kennedy’s speech: “Don’t ask
what the society can do for you — ask yourself what you can do for your society!” [16, 1961].

The CSR started in Ukraine since launch of UN Global Compact in 2006 with support of 34
leading local and multinational companies. Social responsibility of business — is the company
responsible for the impact of its activities to all people and organizations with which it faces dur-
ing the normal course of business, and whole society. In order to implement best practices of
CSR Ukrainian companies need to explore business environment, current legislation framework,
public authorities’ attitude to social projects etc.

The necessity of integration of environmental, ethical, human rights and consumer ap-
proaches defines core company strategy in close collaboration with stakeholders’ interests, and
coordinate its behavior for CSR promotion in Ukraine. The basic forms of business operations
of CSR include investment projects in environmental protection, sustainable development,
human capital development, and improving the company’s reputation. Company’s motives for
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social projects participation are moral duties, authorities’ appeals, copying of positive experience
of competitors’ actions and activities.

The distinctive feature of CSR model in Ukraine points out companies’ initiatives for im-
plementing socially significant projects through involvement of government officials, NGO’s,
consumers, and stakeholders. According to the data of analytical survey in Ukraine the stimuli
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for CSR activity realization of the majority of Ukrainian companies consider tax exemptions
(76,5%), reduction of administrative pressure (38,5%), positive examples of successful imple-
mentation of the appropriate programs, and events in the world (35%) [11]. The insufficient
legal regulations, lack of knowledge, competences and experience impede CSR application in
Ukrainian companies.

Aloni analyses the aims of corporative strategy of ten biggest companies in Ukraine. The au-
thor asserts that ATB-market, Fozzy Group and Megapolis — Ukraine do not have any strategy,
and in DTEK declares some strategies, but does not implement [2, 92]. The data of Transparency
International confirms the high level of corruption in Ukraine where the corruption perceptions

Based on the German companies’ experience in CSR the following adjustment meas-
ures are proposed for improving and making more effective the Ukrainian model. Global aim of
CSR should be focused on social values of society. The tasks of such model are formation of a
civil society with a fixed formal and informal rules and regulations, orientation on training stan-
dards of corporate ethics, and investment in human capital. Priorities of motivation social activity
should be changed towards the concept of public goods, needs of society, and social projects im-
plementation. The formation of common social values in society could create the solid base for
entrepreneurial culture and economic behavior. Audit of cultural and social environment of the
society will be directed to the social projects implementation. An adjustment of national legis-
lation with norms and rules of International standards ISO 26000, UN Global Compact Multi-
lateral Forum on CSR and EU and OECD principles of CSR, German Sustainability Code and
etc., and an expansion of the scope of the implementation of socially-oriented projects in Ukraine
will benefit society, provide healthy environment, resource conservation, and enhancing lives.

In order to stimulate activities in sphere of CSR the state should expand the use of various
forms for social acknowledgement of company’s achievements in CSR activities: public recog-
nition, different forms of social initiatives, and media reports. Reorientation on the business
company’s criteria, including brand value, investment attractiveness, competitive advantages
will results in the implementation of CSR programs in Ukrainian companies. The adoption at the
state level regulations will stimulate corporate activities towards the development of CSR.
Changing priorities and expansion the scope of corporate activities from local to national level
will be directed to utilize the results of CSR activities at the national level in Ukraine.

Comparison of models of CSR shows that social partnership programs in Ukraine are advi-
sory in nature, and do not provide any administrative responsibility for companies’ declaration.
A characteristic feature of Ukrainian reality is the partial or incomplete implementation of the
proclaimed social obligations. Especially it concerns issues of social partnership programs, proj-
ects, and green washing.

Some companies replace the real concept of CSR for its direct obligations, including timely
payment of taxes, carrying out activities related to compliance with environmental regulations
and the relevant standards of production. Most companies are faced with the problem of re-
cruitment that means the staff deficit having entrepreneurial skills, competencies, and socially-
oriented behavior.

Conclusions. Ukraine today has set a goal to form a qualitatively new institutional envi-
ronment that will promote entrepreneurial activity and economic growth based on structural re-
forms and application of innovations.

The adjustment measures for CSR application in Ukraine are the following.

* The civil society formation for solution of social and environmental problems. It in-
cludes formal and informal rules definition, education, investments in human capital, and im-
ports of absent western types of institutions.
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» Taking into account national cultural traditions CSR model shows the necessity of per-
sonal staff education, formation of norms for contract obligations fulfillment, strict rules, disci-
pline, trust and etc.

* The development of a corporate culture is based on the use of the moral principles of
companies’ ethic code to influence business behavior. To provide the specified program adop-
tion representing a set of effective rules of virtue, which would be directed on formation a new
corporate culture in the companies.

* To expand the role of institutions, including critical media and NGOs in order to prevent
frauds and disclosures, and to apply effective tools for CSR green washing identification.

* To apply the German Sustainability Code for Ukrainian companies on the basis of both
nationally and internationally recognized standards which will contribute sustainability man-
agement transparency, accountability of CSR reporting.

» To expand the use of incentives of moral acknowledgement inside the company which
affect every stakeholder, increase the value of trademark, improve company’s reputation, and
raise employees’ involvement in decision making process.

» To enhance the role of the state in supporting and disseminating CSR concept, and adop-
tion the National strategy of CSR in Ukraine.
