ABSENTEEISM is the indifferent
people’s attitude to implementing
their political rights, a deliberate re-
fusal or voluntary avoidance of voters
to participate in elections. It may be re-
garded as political passivity in states
where citizens’ participation in elec-
tions (referendums) is optional, as a
passive protest against the electoral
system and the political system of so-
ciety.

AUTONOMY means broad internal
self-governance of the region in the
country, the special rights in the field
of local self-government, and culture.
Constitutional law distinguishes territo-
rial, national-territorial, and national-
cultural autonomy. Territorial autono-
my is characterized by a certain degree
of independence of part/ all territorial
elements of the country, regardless of
the inhabitants’ composition. The crea-
tion of a national-territorial autono-
mous entity is characterized by ethnic,
socio-cultural, household, and other
features of population groups that live
compactly (for example, an autono-
mous region or district). Within the
framework of national-cultural auto-
nomy, national minorities that do not
constitute significant compact groups
in the population of the state are

An AUTHORITARIAN REGIME
is an anti-democratic regime, wherein
power in the state is exercised by a
specific person with minimal partici-
pation of the people. The main cha-
racteristic of this regime is authorita-
rianism as a manner of ruling and go-
verning (for example, such a regime
characterized Spain during the reign
of Franco; and Chile during the reign
of Pinochet). Several of its varieties
are considered: despotic, tyrannical,
clerical, military, etc.

PRE-ELECTION CAMPAIGNING
means actions carried out during the
election campaign, the main task of
which is to encourage voters to vote
for or against a certain candidate or
group of candidates.

An ADMINISTRATIVE-TERRITO-
RIAL UNIT is part of the unified ter-
ritory of the state, the spatial basis for
organizing the activity of local state
authorities and self-government.

The ADMINISTRATIVE-TERRI-
TORIAL SYSTEM is an internal di-
vision of the country’s territory into

several parts, in particular administra-
tive-territorial units (provinces, re-
gions, districts, counties, etc). Due to
it, the system of local state authorities
and local self-government bodies is
formed.

The REFERENDUM ACT is a nor-
mative expression of the will of
people or a territorial community
concerning decisions of the national
and local referenda.

ACTIVE SUFFRAGE is the consti-
tutional ability of a person to choose.
It includes the right to participate in
elections to state bodies and local
self-government ones.

A STATELESS PERSON (a person
without citizenship) is a stateless per-
son, i. e. a person, whom no state con-
siders its citizen.

APATRISM is a state of statelessness.
This is a negative phenomenon, as the
lack of citizenship can put stateless
persons at a disadvantage, so they
lose the right to seek the protection of
their rights by a particular country.
The policy of the international com-
munity focuses on reducing the num-
ber of stateless persons. Today, most
countries recognize the need to pro-
tect stateless persons on their territo-
ry. This phenomenon is characteristic

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of refugees, and its causes are the
struggle for power within the state,
the intervention of foreign countries,
armed conflicts, inhumane acts of the
government, and the demographic si-
tuation in the country.

BALLOTTEMENT is a person’s
participation in elections as a candi-
date for the deputy and other elected
positions (as a member of a collegial
body) during the election by raising
one’s hand or putting the bill at the
ballot box.

The BICAMERAL PARLIAMENT
is the highest representative body of
the state. It includes two chambers.
The first is necessarily elected by the
citizens of the state, and the second
(upper house) is formed by other
means (for example, appointment,
election by other authorities).

A DUAL CITIZEN is a person who
has dual citizenship.

MILITARY DUTY is a legally es-
tablished obligation of the population
to perform military service in the
Armed Forces and other armed units,
formed under the legislation.

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A FREE MANDATE implies that the
person elected to the legislative body
(parliament) is not legally connected
with the voters of the electoral district
where a deputy was elected. The depu-
ty is not legally bound by the voters’
assignments and works in the parlia-
ment according to his/her conscience
and conviction. The voters have no
right to recall a deputy who has not
justified their trust. According to the
modern doctrine of constitutional law,
a parliament deputy is a full member
of the collegium, which is endowed
with representative power over the
entire territory of the state.

ELECTIONS mean a form of direct
expression of citizens’ will. By their
means, state and local self-government
bodies are being formed following
constitutional clauses and laws. The le-
gal nature of elections implies an ex-
pression of all citizens' will, and the
operation of power following their
will. The core of elections is that the
people, who have elected their repre-
sentatives, transfer them the authority
to exercise state power.

A VOTER is a citizen of the country
who is granted the active voting right.

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The BALLOT is an official document
that includes information about the
candidates' names and other informa-
tion about them (for example, date of
birth, place of work, etc.). During the
polling, the voter can make a mark on
the ballots according to the choice of
the appropriate candidate.

An ELECTORAL DISTRICT is a
territorial unit formed for the period
of elections and referenda for voting
and vote counting.

An ELECTION DEPOSIT is a mo-
netary contribution of a person who is
nominated or nominates himself as a
candidate for deputies (for an elected
position). The deposit is a provision
for registering a candidate for an
elected position.

An ELECTION CAMPAIGN means
political and legal activity related to
the formation of state authorities and
local self-government bodies.

The ELECTORAL QUOTA s the
smallest number of votes required to
elect one candidate under the propor-
tional electoral system. The electoral
quota is determined in different ways
in the states. There is a method of na-
tural and artificial quota, the method
of the largest balance, etc.

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The ELECTION COMMISSION is
a specialized independent collegial
body of public authority, formed un-
der the election legislation, which or-
ganizes and ensures the elections.

The ELECTORAL BODY is a set of
voters of the state (its territorial unit)
who are included in the voter list.

An ELECTORAL DISTRICT s a
territory formed according to the law.
Voters elect deputies and officials from
it. There are multi-mandate (several
deputies are elected, and voters vote
individually for each of them) and
single-mandate (a single deputy is
elected) electoral districts.

The ELECTORAL PROCESS means
activities of individuals, bodies, and
groups, regulated by legal and other
social norms; aimed at organizing and
holding elections to state authorities
and local self-government bodies.

ELECTORAL LAW is a set of legal
norms that regulate relations in society
concerning the formation of state re-
presentative bodies and local self-
government ones. These norms are
material (based on the election prin-

tion procedure).

An ELECTORAL RIGHT is a citi-
zen’s opportunity to elect and be
elected to the relevant state and local
self-government bodies. It is guaran-
teed by the state; may be active (the
right to choose) and passive (the right
to be chosen); includes the right to
participate in nominating the candi-
dates, forming their lists, in pre-
election campaign, monitoring the pro-
cess of elections and the activities of
election commissions.

The ELECTORAL SYSTEM (in the
narrow sense) is the procedure for de-
termining election results. Depending
on the method of deputy mandates’
distribution among candidates ac-
cording to voting results, they may be
majoritarian, proportional, and mixed.

The ELECTORAL SYSTEM (in a
broad sense) is represented by a set of
relations in society connected to the
procedure for the election of repre-
sentative authorities.

The ELECTION FUND is a desig-
nated financing fund that a candidate
uses to cover expenses related to
his/her election campaign.

is a requirement established by law
that an individual must meet to re-
ceive active or passive voting rights.

AVETO is an act aimed at suspen-
ding or preventing the decisions of re-
presentative bodies from entering into
force. 2 types of veto are considered:
absolute and deferred.

MARTIAL LAW is a specific legal
regime, that is appointed on the entire
territory of the state or its particular
areas in case of military aggression or
direct threat from other countries (coa-
litions, groups of states). Under mar-
tial law the relevant state power bo-
dies, military command, military ad-
ministrations, and local self-govern-
ment bodies are provided with the
appropriate powers to avert the threat,
repulse armed aggression and ensure
national security, eliminate the threat
of danger to state independence, its
territorial integrity, as well as tempo-
rary, threat-induced, restriction of the
constitutional rights and freedoms of an
individual and the rights and legal in-
terests of legal entities with indicating
the duration of these restrictions.

AVOTE is a decision made by the

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sentative bodies), e.g. a non-confi-
dence vote in the government.

AVOTE OF CONFIDENCE is ex-
pressed in parliamentary countries by
the lower house of parliament as an
approval of the political line, certain
actions, or bills of the government or
ministers; may be initiated by the go-
vernment, parliamentary faction, or a
group of deputies.

A NON-CONFIDENCE VOTE in
parliamentary countries means disap-
proval of the political line, some bill,
or action. After a non-confidence vote
is expressed, the government usually
resigns and the new one is formed.
The dissolution of the parliament and
early parliamentary elections may take
place.

The LOSS OF CITIZENSHIP con-
sists in terminating a permanent legal
relationship between the state and a
natural person (as a rule, it arises re-
gardless of the desire of this person).

RENUNCIATION of citizenship is a
way to terminate citizenship of a cer-

tain country by the citizen’s voluntary
expression of will aimed at losing the
political and legal ties with the count-
ry.

The SUPREME LEGAL FORCE
OF THE CONSTITUTION is a spe-
cific legal feature that can distinguish
it from other acts. Constitutional
clauses always prevail over the provi-
sions of other laws and executive
power acts, while laws and by-laws
are adopted exclusively by the bodies
prescribed by the Constitution. If the
law contradicts the Constitution, it
should be repealed or amended ac-
cording to it.

GUARANTEES OF DEPUTY AC-
TIVITY include a system of means
established in constitutional provi-
sions and legislation; able to provide
the effective and steady implementa-
tion of the deputy activities.

GUARANTEES OF RIGHTS AND
FREEDOMS mean a system of terms
that ensure the satisfaction of benefits
and interests of an individual.

HUMAN DIGNITY is a self-assess-
ment of the individual, a person’s
awareness of his/her qualities and abi-
lities. It may be an individual’s mind-

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set, a sense of fulfilled obligation and
significance for society.

The HEAD OF THE STATE is the
highest official who represents the
country in international relations and
domestic political life. It is a symbol
of statehood and confirms the unity of
the nation. Its function is the coordina-
tion of interaction between all branches
of power. The real political role and
the scope of authority of this official
differ within the countries with the
same form of governance. The head
can be a hereditary monarch, an elected
president, a usurper, a presidium as a
collegial body, a state council, etc.

FLEXIBLE CONSTITUTIONS are
constitutional provisions that are sub-
ject to change in the same manner as
ordinary laws and regulations.

A CITIZEN is a person who is in an
enduring legal relationship with a cer-
tain country. A citizen is subject to
state power; has all obligations stipu-
lated by the constitution and laws.
Along with this, citizens are endowed
with certain rights and can demand
from the state the protection of their
rights and freedoms even when they
are outside its borders. Possession of
citizenship can make a person a legiti-
mate subject of political life. This is

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because only citizens have the right to
participate in managing state affairs,
to elect and be candidates for elected
positions, to participate in referenda,
to hold positions in the state and mu-
nicipal services.

CITIZENSHIP means the enduring
legal relationship between a person
and the state. It is expressed by a set
of mutual rights, duties, and responsi-
bilities; based on recognition and re-
spect for dignity, fundamental rights,
and human freedoms.

STATE SECRET is a type of secret
information that includes data in the
field of defense, economy, science and
technology, foreign relations, state se-
curity, and law enforcement, the dis-
closure of which may harm the na-
tional security of the country; recog-
nized in a specified manner as a state
secret and is subject to state protec-
tion.

ASTATE SYMBOL is a special,
historically formed, distinctive sign of
a specific country, established by the
constitution or special law. It repre-
sents national sovereignty and identi-
ty. Sometimes it may have ideological

It is subject to state
protection from encroachments and
disrespectful treatment, as it symboli-
cally and succinctly contains infor-
mation about the historical roots and
values, on which the citizens of the
country are oriented.

The STATE LANGUAGE is a lan-
guage that performs an integration
function within a certain country. It is
one of the symbols of the country,
which is used within the official, po-
litical, and cultural sphere.

SOURCES OF CONSTITUTIO-
NAL LAW are an external form of
expressing general rules of conduct.
They include constitutions, legislative
and other normative legal acts (regu-
lations, acts of the head of state and
executive power), judicial acts (espe-
cially precedents within the Anglo-
Saxon legal framework), legal customs,
public legal agreements (international
and domestic), religious sources (in
the monarchies of eastern countries
concerning throne succession).

The DEMONSTRATION is an ex-
pression of the public and social
spirits by a group of citizens, using
posters, banners, and other means of
agitation.

DEPORTATION is a forced expul-
sion of a foreign citizen from a certain
country due to the loss or termination
of the legal basis for a citizen’s stay
(residence) in this state.

A DEPUTY is a person elected by
the voters of the respective electoral
district to a state body or a local self-
government representative body. It is
based on universal, equal, and direct
suffrage under the terms of secret
ballot.

ADEPUTY’S REQUEST is a form
of control by a representative body,
which is implemented by addressing a
representative body’s deputy to state
administration bodies or officials. It
includes requirements to provide in-
formation or explanation on issues
within the competence of this repre-
sentative body.

DEPUTY IMMUNITY (DEPUTY
INVIOLABILITY) is a guarantee
of deputy status, which includes the
failure to arrest, apply criminal liabi-
lity, and the most severe measures of
administrative liability imposed by the
court. The consent of the body, which
the deputy represents, is required.

Its nature
significantly determines the econo-
mic, social, and political order of a
particular society, e.g. the right to pri-
vate property, inheritance, freedom of
entrepreneurship, work, the right to
participate in managing the entity, the
right to strike, etc.

The ELECTORATE includes citi-
zens of a certain country, district, or
settlement who have the right to vote
at national, regional, or local elections
of deputies, judges, heads of state,
and executive power (president, gov-
ernor, mayor, etc.).

A RIGID CONSTITUTION envi-
sages a specific complicated proce-
dure to change or supplement it.

MEETINGS mean the joint presence
of citizens in a place that is specially
set aside or adapted for group debates
on important challenges for public or
political life.

A MIXED ELECTORAL SYSTEM
is a type of electoral system that com-
bines features of a proportional and
majoritarian electoral system.

IMPEACHMENT is a form of cons-
titutional responsibility of the presi-
dent (and other senior officials). It in-
volves dismissal from office according
to the constitutional provisions by
specially authorized bodies (e.g., the

An IMPERATIVE MANDATE is a
form of interaction between a deputy
of a representative body and voters,
which is characterized by the legal
responsibility of the former before the
latter (the possibility to recall the de-
puties who failed to justify the voters’
trust), binding nature of the voters’
orders to the deputies. Therefore the
periodic reporting of deputies to the
voters is necessary.

An INAUGURATION is the cere-
monial entry of the president (head of
state) into office. This moment con-
sists in taking the people’s oath. The
act of taking such an oath is of great
legal significance. On the one hand, it
is an oath, binding the president to the
people to serve them faithfully; on the
other hand, it is a legal indicator of
time when the presidency of a person
started. In the vast majority of count-
ries, an official procedure for the
inauguration of the elected head has
been adopted.

A FOREIGN CITIZEN (FOREIG-
NER) is a natural person who is not a
citizen of a certain country but has
evidence of belonging to the citizen-
ship of another country. In most demo-

A CANDIDATE is a person nomi-
nated under the procedure established
by law. Such a person may be a can-
didate for a position taken by direct
elections or for membership in a body
(its chamber). The candidate must be
registered by the relevant election
commission.

A QUALIFIED MAJORITY is the
legally determined most votes of par-
liament members or other representa-
tive authority, necessary for making a
certain decision. It is a method for de-
cision-making, in which it is necessa-
ry to obtain the number of votes that
will exceed the 50 % mark (e.g., 2/3,
3/4).

A QUORUM is the number of per-
sons that are present at a certain
event, established by law or statute.
This is a mandatory condition to re-
cognize its decisions as valid and le-
gally significant.

The COALITION GOVERNMENT
is the highest executive body, formed
in parliamentary countries. There is a

It is set for a
certain period of the day, during war-
time or a state of emergency.

COMPETENCE is the scope of
powers of the state authority, local
self-government body, or official,
which is determined by the constitu-
tion or law.

CONSTITUTIONAL LEGALITY
is a socio-political regime in the state
and consists of compliance with the
provisions of the Constitution and
other constitutional and legal acts by
all subjects of constitutional relations.

bility that may be applied in case of
violation of the constitutional provi-
sions. There are several forms of such
responsibility (e.g., recall of a deputy,
impeachment of the president, non-
confidence vote in the government,
etc.).

CONSTITUTIONAL JUSTICE is a
system of constitutional justice, imple-
mented by special judicial bodies.

The CONSTITUTIONAL LEGAL
STATUS OF AN INDIVIDUAL is a
system of legal parameters established
by the constitution and other laws,
which determines the factual state of
an individual in the society at a speci-
fic stage of the socio-political develop-
ment of the state. It is a set of rights
and obligations guaranteed by the
constitution.

CONSTITUTIONAL LEGAL
NORMS include mandatory rules of
conduct for everybody, which are es-
tablished by the state to regulate so-
cial relations in the field of constitu-
tional regulation.

CONSTITUTIONAL LEGAL RE-
LATIONS are relations in society,
which are regulated by constitutional
legal norms. They are composed of

CONSTITUTIONAL RESTRIC-
TIONS are the limits established in
the constitution of the country. Sub-
jects act within these limits while im-
plementing their rights and freedoms.
Constitutional restrictions may be in
the form of duties and prohibitions,
responsibilities, etc.

CONSTITUTIONAL PRINCIPLES
are the core principles and guiding
ideas, established in the constitution,
which underlie the content of the cons-
titution of a certain state and deter-
mine its essence.

CONSTITUTIONAL CONTROL is
a form to verify the constitutionality
of acts and actions of public autho-
rities and public associations per-
forming public functions. Control is
characterized by entitling certain bo-
dies (officials) in case of discovering
an act that violates the constitution, to
cancel such an act.

CONSTITUTIONAL SUPER-
VISION is one of the crucial func-
tions of the state, which consists in
observing  constitutional  legality,

The CONSTITUTIONAL STATUS
OF AN INDIVIDUAL is a compli-
cated constitutional legal institution,
which includes several elements:
rights and obligations established by
the constitution; a person’s citizenship
of a particular state; legal capacity
based on it; constitutional principles
and guarantees of human rights and
freedoms.

The CONSTITUTIONAL SYSTEM
is a procedure, established by the cons-
titution, for organizing and functioning
of state and social institutions. It is a
set of relations, including economic,
social, political, legal, and ideologi-
cal, which are regulated by constitu-
tional norms. Relations may arise due
to the organization of central authori-
ties and governance in the country,
the formation of state and legal rela-
tions between people, the state, and
civil society.

The CONSTITUTION is the main
source of national law. It is endowed
with the highest legal force and pro-
vides a basis for relations between the

CULTURAL RIGHTS AND FREE-
DOMS are the person’s legal oppor-
tunities to use spiritual and cultural
benefits and achievements, including
participation in their creation depen-
ding on one’s abilities (e.g., the right
to use cultural achievements, get an
education, freely express oneself in
the field of scientific and artistic crea-
tivity).

LOBBYING is a form of influence of
«pressure groups» on management
decisions. It arises during law-making
and enforcement. It aims to satisfy the
interests of individual social struc-
tures.

The MAJORITARIAN ELECTO-
RAL SYSTEM is a type of electoral
system, within which the candidates
(their lists) who received the majority
of votes may be considered to be
elected.

PROPERTY QUALIFICATION is
a selective restriction. It is characte-
rized by limited rights of citizens, or
people in general, whose property or

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income is less than a certain amount.
Commonly, the term is used to indi-
cate a limitation of the passive right to
vote.

MIGRATION is a process of move-
ment either across international bor-
ders or within the same country, which
includes any movement of people,
regardless of the reasons for various
population movements, which are ac-
companied by changing the place of
residence.

ARALLY is a mass presence of
people in one place aimed at the pub-
lic expression of society’s opinion on
current issues (primarily, socio-politi-
cal issues).

LANGUAGE QUALIFICATION is
determined by the electoral restric-
tion. According to it, knowledge of
the official (state) language (one of
the official languages or all official
languages) of this country is impor-
tant for participation in the elections.

ENTRY INTO FORCE BY THE
LAW is the final stage of the legisla-
tive process. The law, adopted by the
parliament, is signed and promulgated
by the head of the state. After a cer-
tain term expires, it is implemented.

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A STATE OF EMERGENCY is a
specific legal regime for the work of
authorities, officials, and public asso-
ciations, which is introduced to elimi-
nate emergencies, avert threats and
ensure the safety and health of resi-
dents, the normal functioning of the
national economy, and state authori-
ties. It is being implemented by the le-
gislation on the entire territory of the
state or certain areas. Some restrictions
on the rights and freedoms of citizens,
institutions, and public associations,
including imposing additional com-
mitments on them, are allowed.

EMERGENCY LAWS mean laws
that allow suspending some constitu-
tional norms. The emergency laws
may be adopted only for a period
specified by the parliament, and a
strictly determined procedure for their
adoption is established as well.

VOTER’S ORDERS include voter’s
commands addressed to the deputies
of the representative body, which are
formalized by the requirements of the
established procedure.

A SEMI-PRESIDENTIAL REPUB-
LIC is a mode of governance that
combine the features of presidential
and parliamentary republics.

AUTONOMY is a type of territorial
autonomy, a manner of solving na-
tional issues in a multinational coun-
try. It means giving the individual
part (parts) of a unitary state, which is
mainly inhabited by representatives of

The NATION is a stable community
of people united by a certain title, sym-
bols, geographical and ethnic-social
origin, historical memory, and a comp-
lex of spiritual, cultural, and political
values that have developed historical-
ly. It is formed due to the integrity of
territories, economic ties, social struc-
ture and self-awareness, language,
ethnic characteristics of the character,
and cultural life.

An UNWRITTEN CONSTITU-
TION is a group of political and legal
ideas, concepts, doctrines, and cus-
toms regarding the organization of

It means a
ban on arbitrary detention, arrest, and
custody.

INVIOLABILITY OF PRIVATE
LIFE is a right established by consti-
tutional provisions. It means the pro-
tection of personal and family secrets
by legislative acts.

The UNTITLED  POPULATION
includes people who belong to ethnic
groups. They do not have national-
territorial entities within the country

An ELECTION is obtaining a deputy
mandate (position) through choosing
by the population, a group of voters, a

OBJECTIVE ELECTORAL LAW
is a system of legal norms, aimed at
regulating social relations concerning
elections of state authorities and local
self-government bodies. These norms
can be material (consolidate the prin-
ciples of elections) and procedural
(stipulate the election procedure).
The Constitutions, legislative acts,
and clauses relating to the elections
of various authorities are the sources
of the objective right to vote.

An OPTION is a choice of citizen-
ship. It is typical for cases when a cer-
tain territory is transferred from one
country to another under an interna-
tional agreement. Residents of such
territories may often be given the
right to choose the citizenship of a
particular country. It is distinguished
as a positive option (the former citi-
zenship is preserved) and a negative
option (renouncing previous citizen-
ship and obtaining a new one).

PERSONAL INVIOLABILITY is a
requirement of the inadmissibility of
certain external interference in a per-
son’s personal life. There is physical
(bodily) and mental inviolability.

physical existence and spiritual deve-
lopment, established by law. All resi-
dents in Ukraine, regardless of their
legal status, enjoy these rights to pro-
tect a human from illegal and un-
wanted interference in her/his private
life and the inner world; to ensure the
existence, originality, and autonomy
of the individual (e.g., personal integ-
rity, respect for honor and dignity,
inviolability of housing, etc.).

The BASIC (CONSTITUTIONAL)
OBLIGATION is established by the
Constitution commitment that deter-
mines a certain type and measure of
behavior for each person (citizen). It
also provides for constitutional legal
liability in case of non-fulfillment of
this obligation.

The BASIC (CONSTITUTIONAL)
SUBJECTIVE RIGHT is an oppor-
tunity established by the state and
enshrined in its constitution. It enables
every citizen to choose and measure
his / her behavior, to use the benefits,
provided for him/her, in personal or
social interests.

The FOUNDATIONS OF THE

It is provided by official pub-
lications, which can be considered a
requirement for the act to enter into
force.

PARLIAMENT is a representative,
collegial, elected body of power that
performs several functions within
the system of separation of powers.
The main functions are representative
and legislative.

A PARLIAMENTARY REPUBLIC

PARLIAMENTARY HEARINGS
mean a form of parliamentary work.
Parliamentary hearings are held in the
form of listening to the positions of
members of the parliament, state, and
public persons or experts; may be
open or closed.

The PARLIAMENTARY COMMIT-
TEE is a structural subdivision of the
parliament (chamber of the parlia-
ment). It consists of the deputies,
aimed at preliminary consideration of
draft laws and their preparation for
discussion by the parliament (cham-
ber). The parliamentary committee pro-
motes the performance of other func-
tions of a representative body (e.g.,
parliamentary control).

PARLIAMENTARY CONTROL is
the parliament’s competence to moni-
tor the work of executive bodies, pri-
marily the government. It is a deter-
mined system of parliament’s consti-
tutional actions (in particular, the par-
liamentary majority, minority, and op-
position) and its special bodies to ve-
rify and evaluate the activities of the
executive branch bodies headed by

A PARLIAMENTARY INVESTI-
GATION is a form of parliamentary
activity regarding investigating facts
and circumstances that have negative
consequences for the country and so-
ciety.

The PARTY SYSTEM is an element
of the political system of society, a set
of political parties, connections be-
tween them and other elements of this
system for forming and exercising
state power; a system of relations be-
tween the political parties and state,
as well as other elements of the politi-
cal system and citizens. The direction
for the activity of party systems is de-
termined, to a greater extent, by the
number of existing parties that in-
fluence the activities of institutions of
power in the country.

PARTY LISTSare lists of candi-
dates for the elected body from the
parties.

PASSIVE SUFFRAGE is a legal op-
portunity for citizens to be elected to
local self-government bodies or state
authorities.

PICKETING is a form of public ex-
pression of opinion; a type of protest,
wherein citizens gather in a certain
place and inform the public about
their challenges. It is used without
moving and using sound-amplifying
devices. During picketing a group of
citizens who can use posters, banners,
and other tools of visual agitation
gather at the object chosen for the
picket.

PRE-ELECTION CAMPAIGN is a
stage of the election process, aimed at
encouraging the voters to ballot for
the list of candidates (or against it),
one or several candidates.

PLENARY MEETINGS are a form
of the activity of representative autho-
rities, when the parliament, its cham-
ber, or other representative body meet
en banc.

PLURALISM is the possibility of the
legitimate existence of different points
of view and opinions on important
issues for society. If we turn to the
socio-political sphere, this concept is
connected with multipartyism.

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A POLITICAL PARTY is a type of
association, the main purpose of
which is to exert a dominant influence
on the state. It is the most active and
organized part of the social popula-
tion groups (citizens), which fight for
power by influencing the formation of
the general will of citizens, participa-
tion in elections, and the functioning
of state and local self-government
bodies. Due to parties, citizens are
united to participate in implementing
power in the country according to
their political interests.

POLITICAL RIGHTS AND FREE-
DOMS mean the possibility, ensured
by law and public authority, to partici-
pate in the social-political life of the
state and exercise state power. Politi-
cal rights and freedoms contain a
group of basic constitutional rights
and freedoms of citizens. They are
considered alongside economic, per-
sonal, and socio-cultural rights. Poli-
tical rights and freedoms provide an
opportunity for citizens to participate
in the political and social life of the
state.

POLITICAL ASYLUM implies asy-
lum granted to persons who have suf-
fered (or may suffer) persecution in
their homeland for political or reli-
gious beliefs, as well as for actions

RENEWAL OF CITIZENSHIP is
the basis for its acquisition. It is pro-
vided for people who had it but lost it
for some reason.

An OFFICIAL is a person who per-
manently, temporarily, or according to
special authorities performs the public
agent functions and is mandated to
implement organizational, administra-
tive, and economic functions in a dis-
tinct authority, body of state power, or
local self-government.

The LEGAL STATUS OF AN IN-
DIVIDUAL is a set of rights, obliga-
tions, legal interests, and guarantees,
which are enshrined in legislation and
characterize a person as a subject of
law. The socio-political, economic,
ideological, legal, psychological, voli-
tional, and moral content may be dis-
tinguished as core aspects of the legal
status of an individual.

The AREA OF JURISDICTION is
the sphere of social life, to which the
regulatory influence of the public
authority is directed.

The PRESIDENT is an elected offi-
cial (head of the country) in states of
arepublican or mixed form of go-
vernance, who exercises power, limited
by law, during the appointed term.

A PRESIDENTIAL REPUBLIC is
a type of republican form of gover-
nance, in which the power of the state
belongs to the president as the head.
The president acts in the system of
separation of powers as the subject of
coordination of all branches of power
in the country.

The PRINCIPLES OF SUFFRAGE
are the core principles, guiding provi-
sions, and fundamentals of democracy
that determine the essence and con-
tent of the Ukrainian citizens’ electo-
ral rights, and provide for the proce-
dure of organizing and holding the
elections in the state according to the
Constitution and Ukrainian laws. Uni-
versal suffrage is characterized by the
fact that every citizen of the state, re-
gardless of gender, race, nationality,
language, origin, property and position,
religious views, or affiliation, has the
right to vote and be elected. Equal
suffrage implies the same opportunity

results. This is because a voter can cast
only one vote, and all of them have
equal validity. A voter can vote for or
against a candidate (several candi-
dates) directly. The principle of secret
voting consists in excluding the pos-
sibility of controlling the voter's will.
Participation in elections must be vo-
luntary and free. No one has the right
to influence voters to force them to
participate or not to participate in elec-
tions.

The PRINCIPLES OF CONSTI-
TUTIONAL LAW are the core ideas
that determine the essence, content,
direction, and forms of constitutional
legal regulation; the foundations for
developing the constitutional law sys-
tem. The principles of constitutional
law form the basis for legal principles
of other branches based on them

The PROPORTIONAL ELECTO-
RAL SYSTEM is a type of electoral
system in which parties and other
electoral associations, participating in
the elections, receive the number of
mandates in the parliament proportio-
nally to the number of votes cast for
them.

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The DIRECT EFFECT OF THE
CONSTITUTION is a legal feature
of the constitution. It means that each
constitutional clause may be applied
directly in law enforcement activities.
According to it, regardless of the exis-
tence of legislative acts specifying
constitutional clauses, the bodies of
all three branches of power must imp-
lement them. The direct effect of cons-
titutional clauses may require the
comprehensive development of legis-
lation.

A DIRECT PRESIDENTIAL RU-
LING is a necessity to transfer (for
example, in case of an emergency) a
certain part of the country under the
direct control of the president.

A PUBLIC EVENT is an open ac-
tion that is available to everyone. It is
held as a rally, meeting, demonstra-
tion, march, or picketing (it can be
held in a combination of these forms).
The initiators of such events are citi-
zens, political parties, and other pub-
lic and religious associations. The pur-
pose is freedom of expression and

EQUALITY means equivalence in
powers and rights granted by the
state, which is based on justice, free-
dom, and responsibility and legally
prescribed. The state, protecting and
restoring the equality of a person’s
rights and freedoms, is empowered to
fulfill its constitutional obligation to
provide human rights and freedoms
equally.

REGULATION is a legal act, which
handles the internal organization and
procedure of functioning of a state
authority, local self-government, or
its subdivisions. The regulations are
adopted by the authority itself and
must comply with the law establi-
shing the status of this authority.

A RELIGIOUS ASSOCIATION is
a voluntary association of citizens,
that is created for the common confes-
sion and spread of the faith and have
some features (worship, religious ser-
vices, and other religious rites and
ceremonies, education of followers,
and religious teaching).

The work of depu-
ties in commissions, committees, fac-
tions, and deputy groups is performed
within its framework.

SECESSION is the withdrawal from
the country on its part. In modern fede-
ral states, such a right is not provided
for.

FREEDOM OF RELIGION is the
individual or common right to prac-
tice any religion or not to practice any
religion at all. The free choice and
change, spread of religious and other
beliefs and actions depending on them
are envisaged.

FREEDOM OF INFORMATION is
the system of constitutional rights. It
includes freedom to express one’s
opinion as freedom of speech, free-
dom of the press and other media, the
right to receive information of social
importance, freedom to disseminate
information by any means that does
not contradict the law.

FREEDOM OF THOUGHT s a
fundamental human right. It is charac-
terized by the freedom of the indivi-
dual from any type of ideological cont-
rol. Everyone has the right to choose

FREEDOM OF MOVEMENT is
the basic personal right that implies
the possibility of unrestricted move-
ment, choosing a place of stay and
residence in any part of the state terri-
tory, the possibility to leave the state
territory and return in compliance
with certain legal requirements.

FREEDOM OF THE PRESS is one
of the oldest constitutional political
rights of an individual, which is a
constituent element of the right to
freedom of information. The indivi-
dual right of a natural person and the
political right of a citizen, provided
by the constitution, to establish freely
printed mass media, publish and dis-
tribute any printed products not ex-
pressly prohibited by law.

FREEDOM OF ASSEMBLY is one
of the fundamental political rights of
citizens. It means the possibility of
gathering in an enclosed space, access
to which is limited by the meeting or-
ganizers; to hold rallies, pickets, de-
monstrations, as well as congregate
indoors and belongs to the «first gene-
ration» human rights (civil and politi-
cal).

The SOCIAL WELFARE STATE is
a characteristic of the modern state as

HUMAN SOCIAL RIGHTS are a
system of constitutional rights that
provide an opportunity to apply for
material or other benefits from the
state under certain conditions.

The UNION STATE s a compli-
cated federal state that arises through
allying with independent countries;
a supranational organization with a
gradually organized single political,
economic, military, customs, currency,
legal, humanitarian, and cultural space.

The LIST OF VOTERS is a detailed
record of each registered voter, which
has the right to vote; includes election
documents that determine the list of
persons who live in the territory of a
certain electoral district.

An OBSERVER is an investigating
subject, who records and estimates
events, authorized to observe voting.
An observer controls the vote
counting and the commission’s work
during the voting process and its re-
sults.

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The STABILITY OF THE CONS-
TITUTION is its legal feature. It is
characterized by the inviolability of
its provisions, maintenance of stabi-
lity, and lack of susceptibility to the
influence of dominant political forces.

The STAGES OF THE LEGISLA-
TIVE PROCESS are independent
stages of consideration, adoption, and
promulgation of the law. They are rea-
lized by a representative authority in
the country.

The STATUS OF A DEPUTY is
his/her legal position, which consti-
tutes a set of rights, obligations, and
responsibilities established by law.

The CAPITAL is the official admini-
strative and political center of the
country.

THE STRUCTURE OF THE CON-
STITUTION includes the adopted
order of its organizational composi-
tion, structural coherence, sequence of
elements, unification of provisions to
articles, sections, and other parts.

The SUBJECT OF THE RIGHT TO
LEGISLATIVE INITIATIVE is a
body or a person, which is enabled
to introduce bills to the parliament.
The parliament is obliged to consider
the draft law.

JUDICIAL PRECEDENT is a deci-
sion in a specific case that assists other
judges to adjudicate subsequent cases
on a similar category of disputes. It is
a model rule of conduct developed
by the highest judicial authorities. It
is officially published and binding
during consideration of similar cases
both for the courts below and for dis-
puting parties (particular case).

CONFIDENTIALITY OF CORRES-
PONDENCE AND OTHER COM-
MUNICATIONS is an important
constitutional human right. It includes

INTERPRETATION OF THE
CONSTITUTION is a mandatory
explanation by an authorized body of
the norms, concepts, and formulations
included in the content of the Consti-
tution. As a rule, it is provided by the
Constitutional Court.

The PRESIDENTIAL DECREE can
be submitted as a normative or indi-
vidual act. Its publication is provided
by the head of state. The decree must
not contradict the Constitution and
laws and is binding on the entire terri-
tory of the state.

A UNITARY STATE is a complete,
simple, unified form of governance,

The GOVERNMENT is the highest
collegial executive body with general
competence that manages executive
and administrative activities in the
state. It is headed by the head of a
state (president, monarch) or prime
minister (head of the government,
chancellor, head of the council, or
cabinet of ministers).

PARTICIPATION IN GOVER-
NING STATE AFFAIRS is a com-
prehensive constitutional right of citi-
zens. It consists of the possibility to
elect and be elected, to participate in
referenda and other types of direct
democracy, and to exercise local self-

PARTICIPATION OF CITIZENS

is one of the forms to participate in
governing state affairs, which pro-
vides the opportunity for a citizen to
act as a judge, a juror, a member of
the qualification panel of judges, etc.

The ACTUAL CONSTITUTION is
an existing social system (constitu-
tional system), the core of which are
those objective relations that deter-
mine the most significant economic,
political, social, and other characteris-
tics of society; formed, existing con-
stitutional legal relations within the
framework of social and political or-
der. It envisages the real status of an
individual in a certain country.

A FEDERATION is a type of go-
vernance, a complex (allied) state that
includes state entities (subjects or
members of the federation), which are
endowed with a certain political inde-
pendence.

FILIATION is a mode of acquiring
citizenship by birthright. Its acquisi-
tion is based on the "right of blood" or
"right of soil" principles. In the first
case, a person may acquire his pa-
rents’ citizenship, regardless of the
place of birth. In the second case, the
child can become a citizen of the
country, in which he/she was born,
regardless of his parents’ citizenship.
The laws of most modern countries
provide for a mixed system with prio-
rity implementation of the «right of
blood» principle in combination with
the «right of soil» principle.

A FACTION is a group of deputies
in the parliament. It includes members
of one party or electoral association
who have passed to the parliament
and is endowed with rights of a repre-
sentative, procedural and organizatio-
nal, and technical nature in the parlia-
ment.

The FUNCTIONS OF THE CONS-
TITUTION are the main directions
of its influence on social relations,
which are determined by the social
designation of the Constitution. The

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functions characterize the importance
of the basic law of the state within the
political life of society and citizens.
The core of the constituent function is
the formation of prerequisites for new
social relations, and the establishment
of new institutions of power. The ideo-
logical function is to consolidate
the system of social values, including
its implementation in people’s con-
sciousness. The legal function is to
boost the development of legislation
and the adoption of new laws.

A MOVEMENT is a mass procession
of citizens along a pre-determined
route. The purpose is to draw attention
to a specific, significant issue.

CITIZENSHIP CENSURE means
electoral restrictions. According to it,
only those people who are citizens of
this country may be admitted to the
elections.

The SETTLEMENT CENSOR is a
selective restriction. According to it, a
person is entitled to voting rights in
case of residence in a certain state or
locality during the particular time pe-
riod.
